On Saturday, the 24th, near
Miichell, Lawrence county. Indiana,
a parly of assussins attacked the
house of the Moody family, con-
sisting of four old bachelor brothers,
Mra, Tolliver, their sister, and 1
hired man named Lee. They threw
three jugs of benzine into the ronms
vecupied by the family,  They then
threw in several large torpedoes,
Inaded with buockshot, nails, serews,
and similar missils, The torpedoes
cxploding set fire to the benzine,
and arounsed the family, when the
assailants commenced firing  with
revolversinto the doors and windows.

Mr. Thomas Moody was shot in
the hip, the ball ranging upward
through the body, coming oat in
the upper pertion of the breast.

Lee received a severe wound in
the thizh, and another in the back.
Mra. Tolliver was terribly burncd
with benzine and the torpedoes. The
assassing eseaped.

The community is greatly exeited.
Ten thousand dollars has been
raised to prosecute the guilty par-
tiea when canght. Detectives are
busy ferreting them out. People are
almoat wild to get the assassins.and
threats of iynching are heard of on
every hand, but it is believed pru-

Last
night, (Friday) about half past 9
o’clock, the Richardson boys (sons
of Ira,) assisted by Wolf and Shep-
rard, canght Trueblood, and, niter
tnocking him down, tied a rope
around 2is neck and swung him up
to a tree, threatening to tuke his
life unless he told who burned the
barn.  Frueblood, if he koew, re-
fused to divulge anything, and, after
considerable rough treatment, he
was turned loose, after being ad-
monished to say nothing of what
had happened, if he valued his life,
Immediately on being released, he
came to town and maede an affidavit
against the parries, all of whom
were arrested about daylight this
morning, at the residence of Irs
Richardson.  The perpetr. tors of
the ontrage wore mnsks or had their
fucea bl ickened, and how Trueblood
wili be able to identify them I am
unihle to tell.  They will have 2
hearinz before Juostice MeGindley,
