Friend Gabe :—To redecm mv premise
1 will attempt to givo you a ekateh of our
travels aml sight seeit g sines we lefl the
quint town of B. Nothing occurred on our
railrsad travel, of any bote, oxcept a little
gonfldence game, played at St Lonis on o
hard-8sted. groen, unsuspecting Sarmer, by
tho name ¢f Jas. Flunney, frem Tenn., on
his way to Springlield, Mo. lle stopped
out of the depot to hunt an eating suloon ;
a confidenco aunn nsked him whero ho was
going; ho suid to Missouri; confldence
mnn said he was going thera himaself;
asked his viclim what point; ho eaid
Springfield ; confidence mun said “I am
going there myself, am in tho grocery
busitess. Mr. Flanney usked him if ho
know his unclo.  “Yes e 10es all his trad-
ing with me, coms holp mo ix up somw
goeds, and wo will zo together.” On their
way down the street a third mun stepped
up to the confldonce mun and domanded

250 for goods. He said hie rioncy was

Then again we wera made to dream
of hoine when we would look out in the
durkness on the bleaching bones of the
buffalo and ece in imagination thosa tall
Red Skins with tomahawk in aend, ready
to cleave us to pieces, but on the third
night of our wearisome journey with hard-

the derkness, we hove in sight of the glim-
mering lights in the little town of Claren-
Our fears were nll banished next
morning when we for ourselves visited and
inspected the impregoable fortificution
snd breast.works on a little mound in the
suburbs of Ularenden, capablo of holding
a balf dozen women acd children.

To the traveler, there-
fore, the forest tints in the northern
part of Nuw England and the British
Statesarve more altractive than in Aas-
anchusetts and the country south of it,
Itut in the red-mapie swamps it is net
unusui to see & wood dressed in un-
vavied crimson, especially after a wet
Sunimer, while the sugar-maple forests
on the mountains and uplands ave one
endless pagent of mixed green, orange,
vermilion and searlet.
