Terrible Sniferimgy Endured by the
Party=--Dog Moni, Alcohol, Willow
Ten aad Glycerine Used ns Food by
the Waindoerers--—~0One by Ohe Thoy
Snccnmb to the Intense Cold, and
Sloep 1o Nover Wakon,

The Navy Department, st Washington, s in
receipt of a report from Engincer Melville, giv-
ing in detail the story of his search for Lieut.
De Long and pariy, and the discovery of their
doad bodies, The following oxtracts nre from
De Long's note-book :

Under date of Monday, Oct. 3, e Lorg
writes that his party thonght Lhey saw » boat,
but upon remching the spot found only a mound.

THE WOURLUVS TIMBER SUPPLY.

Hlow Apparemnily Imexhassiible Foresls
lln:’- Meen Cal, mand What Stitl  He-
atine.

SFiron the New Yok Commercial Bulletin ]

The substitation of iron for wood in
muny branches of manufreture, moro es-
pecially in the ense of iron veasels and
sleepers for railrosds, has by no means
curtuifed the world's demand for timber,
{he multifurions uses of wood, the vast
amonnt of buuding that ia going on in
oIl eivilized countries, to say nothing of
the rapid multiplicntion of all kinds of
fugtories, bring us to face with the ques-
th, Is the wood snpply sufticient for
prospective requiremants? The United
Stutes and Cunade, as is well known,
have been the greatest shippers of Amer-
ican Jumber of late vears, but time was
when ns many as 900) cargoes of timber
were nnnually londed at Memel for Great
Britain alone, Not only is the demand
inorenning, but, what are the most serious
fentures of the situntion, forests are rap-
idly disappearing, m:ad thus far no effi-
eacious steps have been taken in any
country to renew them. Sweden and
Norway were one time regarded as inex-
haustible sources of supply. All the
great forests there were bought up by
Eunglish mirehanta and conlractors, and
uow thesos countries have partly to draw
their supplies from further north, and
import their cak from Poland. Northern
Russin, which wns at one time an im-
maense forest all the ‘yay from the Baltio
to the Ural Monutaeins, has increased its
outtings so rapidly that 8t, Petersburg
even has to bring its heavy timber now
from the center of the Empire, The
once great forests of Finland also are
almost clcared away, The forests along
tho Vistula and the Nieman, which may
be considered as the sources of suppl
for the great Memel rrade, have reced
we are told, to such an extent that it in
difficult fo fill orders at Koenigaberg,
Tilsit and Dantzig. Germany has up-
ward of 80.(1&],(!&0 n?:en of forests, P!l?‘-
sig possessing the lnrger portion; but
their vaiue is greatly diminished by the
inferior quality of thie pine in the north-
ern provinces, Austria mnguificent
foresta formerly, ancl there still remains
to her 18,343,810 hectares, or half as
much more as posiessed by (Germany.
These are mostly in Bohemis, Galicia,
aud Travsylvania, nad the fact that they
ars 50 far removed from navigation ren-
ders them practically unavailalile for the
European mukets The forests that
once covered the eastern shores of the
Adriatic are entirely gone, Italy hasa
oonsidernble extent of foreats—in round
numbers, 13,000,00) scres; but the dif-
ficult nature of the passes in the Alpa
and Appenines render it impossible to

‘work them &0 commercial sdvantage.

Spain has some 8.500,000 scres of for-
ests, but the woodrnan is hampered here
alao by the nature ¢f the ground. Portu-
gal, with a good ‘scaboard, has no diffi-
culty in getting rid of the small extent
of forest land that now remains—that is
to say, not mors than 1,000,000 acres,
Turkey has extensive forests in Roume-
lin, near Cosstantiiople, and also in va-
rious parts of its Asiatio possessions ;
but the populaticn has been — what
Turks proverbially are—destructive, and
no provision has been made for system-
atic replanting. Fruace figures for about
22,000,000 acres <! forest. In Great
Britain the supply of home wood is sim-
ply nil ; trees are there chiefly for orna-
ment; while in Izeland impoverished
landlords have ruthlessly ent down
woods that has sorved wvery important
meteorological purposes,

cost of tapping the immense forests of
Central® Africs and America would at
once cause & revolntion in the present
condition of the timber trade,

While the supply of lumber in the
United States is fully equal to present
demaunds, it is diflicult to forcsee what
may be the increased requirements, do-
mestic and foreign, in the early future,
It is very certain that due provision is
not made for replanting, and while some
Btates have shiown oommendable care
and energy in that respect, others have
been singularly negligent.

Why the Prairies Are Trecless.

Mr, L. F. Ward gives in the Kansas
City Review sotas 10asons why the West-
ern plaius are  destitute of forests,
Whero the annuad rain -fall oxceeds twen-
ty-Tour inches the absenoce of forests isuu-
doubtadly dus to the repeated burnings
which take placo on the prairies from
human agency. Whan the annual vain-
fall is below twenty, or perhaps twanty-
four, inches there oan be no growth of
forests, and this :s the true cause of the
wbsence of trees on the great plains, Bul,

this doee not prevent the uxistenco in
arid regions of certain specialized types
of arborescent vegetation. Thesagebrush
that covers the dreary wastes of the

plains, the Bitter Creck vall:y and such
aat areas of the West, while in s
botanical character it is littlo more than
un overgrown woed, is to all intents and
purposes a tree, and often attsins a great
uge. The region it occupios is oven
more arid than the grent ploius, yet no
tires occur nud noforests grow. In the
nearly rainless plains of Arizona, South-
crn Utah and New Mexico, ard streteh-
ing eastward into Texss, t| ocour a
number of arborescent forms, the ereo-
note bush (Larrea l{eximnn), the mesa
«juit ( Prosopia juliflora), various aencin-
nnd mimosas and one yucea (Y. brevifo-
lin), together with the tree cactue (Cere-
15 gigantens)., Theso grow scuttered at
pgreat distances from each other and
rarely form thickets or groves. Why no
nuch characteristic species are found oc-
enpying the great plains is not known,
and it is probably a mere accident that
20ne happen to exist, adapted both to
<heir temperatures and their arid condi-
vion, Did sny such exist, there secras
no reason why they might not thrive as
well na the sage brush further west or
the mesquit st the sontl.

The Cave Men,

According to ¥rof. Boyd Dawkina,
the mnumerons discoveries made in
France, Belgium and Switzirland have
snabled scientists to form a toleraktly
dcfinite idea ns to the cave men’s habita
and mode of life, Ho dwelt for the most
part in caves, and he accumulated enor-
mous nasses of refuse, boues of the
animals on which he lived. In thess
reluse heaps were numerous implements
of stone, bone and antler, spear-heads,
arrow-heads, scra slaborately-cut
harpoon-Leads, aborate needlea of
bone and antler, and slong with these
oecurred curious carvings represénting
the surroundings of the cave man, and
for the most part reproducing the forms
of the animals on which-he lived. From
tho numerous implements for seraping
skins, it might be inferred thot the cnve
mun dressed in sking, sewn together by
needles, They nlso wore gloves, as vas
known from the representationsof gloves,
with two, thres ux four fingers, and run-
ning most vp to the elbows, like lhe
twonty-six-button gloves ol the prescnt
time, Perforated stones and shells, and
the teeth of bears, lions and wolves ware
used as nccklsces snd amuiots, ey
adorned themselves with red raddle,
which might be looked upon as the lin -

On other slubs of stone might
be seen the birds and fishes on which
the cave men lived, All those outlines
had been mads with s splinter of flint,
and were engraved in a _great muny

animals which were represeated. Tho
cave men slso wers sculptors, and the
handles of some of their daggers mads
of reindeer antler or ivory re nted
the form sometimos of a kneeling ruin-
deer and at other times of elephants,
The cave men were hunters pure nnd
simple, without knowleige of the metals,
without domestic animals, aml were even

norant of the potter's art, Nor aad
they left behind them any evidence that
';J:eg wera in the habit of burying their

ad,

Couid the enve men be identitied with
any living raca? The answer was to be
Jound in their habits, implements and
art. On the shores of the t Arctio
wea, on both sides of Behring's straits,
und along the north of the American
continent and Greenland, lived the
Esquimsux, a people cut off jrom all
others, and whose origin was & puzzle to
the ethnologista. These pecple had ex-
actly the same habit of scoumulating
refuse, their implements were «xactly of
the same kind, nnd their art was identi-
aal with that of the cave man in Ewrope,
They live also to a great extent otf the
same animals, and they were coreless as
to what happened to their dvad. From
all these lines of ent it might be
inferred that the uimanx was in all
probability the living reprecentative of
the cave man, just as mnak sheep
pow living in Esquimaux-land was nn-
doubtedly the representative of the
musk sheep then living in Franoe,
