DBut if they
will per-evere, the choking goos off,
and the result is what is technically
known as “se‘ond wind.® When the
second wind it fally established, the
runner does no: becoms out of bireath,
but goes on running as long as his legs
will earry him, 1 know this by expe i-
ence. having been accustomed for many
years to run th ‘ee miles every morning
sver & very Lilly road. The Isct is,
that on stacting, the lsrthest portions
of the lungs ary choked with etfste air
and the remainder do not supply air
enough to mee! the incrensed circula-
tion caused b’ exercise. By dogrees,
however, the neglectad cells come into

lay,and when | he entire lungis in work-
ing order the circulntion and respir-
ntion again balunce each other, and the
“second wind” is the result. Now, let
thereader repent his experiment of hold-
ing his “breatl. against time, but first
let lim fores tmt of his lungs ave
particle of air that he can expel, an
then draw as dzep a breath sa his lungs
will hold. Jf this be repeatel some
seventy or eigl ty times, by way of imi-
tation of the ‘rhale, the experimenter
will find that he can hold his breath
for a minute and a hnlf without inecon-
venience. Shculd he be n swimer, he
shoull always tuke this precnution be-
fore “taking n header,” and le will
find that he can swim for & considera-
bie distance bafore he needs to raise

Lincoln waiched the operations of
the srmies in the flel§ with the deepest
interast, the beenest insight, snd the
widest compre.ension. The congratn-
latory order which Gen. Meade pub-
lished to his $roops after the battle of
Gettysburg was telegraphed to the
War Department., During thoss days
and nights of snxiety Lincoln elung to
the War Offive, and devoured every
scrap of news na it came over the tele-
graph wires. He lioped for snd ex-
pected substantial froits from onr
dearly-bought victory st Gettysburg, I
saw him read (¥en. Meade's congratula-
tory order. \When he came to the sen-
tence about “driving the invaders from
our soil,” an e:;pression of disappoint-
ment settled nupon his face, his ds
dropped npon his knees, and in tonea
of anguish he vxclaimed: *‘Drive the
invaders from our soill’ My Godl
Is that all?”

[Meade’s great and reornited army
had Lee's beaten or penned up for
nine days at the swollen Potomae,
which they c>uld not cross, as their
pontoons and hridges had all boen de-
stroyed by & miid of Union cavalry,and
Lincoln was ir tonsely anxions fo have
Meade attack 11.d destroy and capturs
them, aa he easily conld have done,and
thus ended thu war and all of its blood-
shed and cost.
