The reascn
for this opinion must lie ip the fact
that some "last” girls have been very
ready to adopk this mode of traveling,
Jeing rapid; snd so their steady sisters
who adopt the exercise for the good cf
their health are given brevet rank as
snch !

Another objection mueh urged I
most cordially indorse. “They aresll
very well in the country, but not in the
sireets of the city. The advantage of
& tricycle consists in the long country
rides in quiet lanes, inacsessible to the
walker. A trip of twenty or thirly
miles—an impossiblity to the walker—
is amere bagatelle to the tricydlirt.
Luggage to a limited extent ean be
fustened behind, which wonld be eim-
ply intolerable if carriad.

The foregoing are some of the more
ecommon objections to the use of the
iricycle. Many eminent dootors not
only approve of their use as beneficinl,
but also prescribe them, For persons
who suffer much from nervous head-
sches, they are very good The
smooth, gliding motion at once soothes
eand cheeys the rider, whereas the jar
of a walk would increase the evil ten-
fold. They are good for promoting
the eirculition, and, with ordinary care,
are firat-rale preventives of cold.

The trioycles most snilable to the use
of women are the side-geared cnes.
Those centrally geared can be wused,
but the first-mentioned are the more
desirable, the ceniral frame in
the other kind dividing the skirt snd
cansing an ngly sppesrance from rhe
Tear,

M. Duval d'Ailly, Commander of {he
French Government transport the Em-
ulation, then at the island. The lalter
proposed to purchass the statue im-
medintely, ond remove it to his ves:el
But this proceeding was too hasty for
the formalist, M, DBrest, -vho wrole u
long letter to the Marguis de Riviers,
Ambassador for Lonis XVIIL at the
Porte, This communiontion was lost
on the way, but, fortunately for Fravce,
AL d'Orviile arrived at that moment in
Milo to condnet & hydrographical sur-
vey. He saw the statue, recognized at
once the value of it, and sent a specisl
conrier the Marquis de Riviers, "Lhe
Ambas=andor dispatohed Count de Mar-
cellus to Milo, with instruntion to eflect
the purohnse. But all thess formali-
ties had taken time, and when the connt
arrived in tho island, the Yenns had
been shipped on board s Turkish brig
and was about to leave for Constanti-
nople. He unmvdmtehy applied to the
primate, who expresse his insis-
tance and even mennnces orderad the
statue to bo landed and sold by aue-
tion. This was what Count DelMar-
cellus desired, and having become pos-
sessor of the treasurer, he started for
France with it, and did not siop until
he had reached Paris. He had bounght
it in thename of Marquis de Riviers,
who transferred his bsrgain to Louis
XVIL and tho king presented the
stalne to the nation. Such is the his-
tory of one of the most exquisite spevi-
mens of Greek art in the world.
