Perils of tho City Baby.

The question arises, “What is it in
vities thut is so hostile to infantile life?”

The subject is & complex one, and in
its analysis we muat consider the vary-
ing conditions surrounding the differ-
nnt classes, Distinctions of runk are as
definitely marked smong infants as
among sidults. Thereis none of the
democrasy which obtains in the coun-
try. Wae have the infant of the aristoc-
racy, the infant of the middle classes,
the infant of the poor, the infant de-
rendent upon charity, Each of these
inherits ah environment peculiar to it-
self; it house, its nursery, and sleep-
ing apartment, its nurses amd attend-
onts, who solve the problems of its
food and raiment, Take the matter of
inheritance, not of money or lands, but
of constitution. The extrems classes
found in the city and not in the coun-
try, the very wonlthyand the very poor,
are likely to boatow on their offspring a
Intent tendency to disesse. The ultra-
fushionable mother, the self-indulgent
father, hund down to their children
overwronght nervous systems and wenk
physical powers, which result in early
death, or more often alife of protracted
foobleness, In the lowest olasses the
untoward effects upon the children of
Euvarty, intemperancs, and moral eb-
-q‘il'll.:y are incalonlable,

e oity infants belonging to the
middle classes often suffer, because of
the struggle of their parents to main-
tnin & foothold in society, and 4o mount
the steps in social life which will bring
them distinetion. It would be a long
discussion to enter into all the ques-
tions of heredity which influsnce the
fate of a child. They are vital ques-
tions,- however, which require the ut-
most delicacy in handling, bt which
are of ing importance to the
individual and to the race. Very little
of the common sense whioh pravails
in rving snd rearing choice
stock existe in relation to the
human animal, If by ohance the in-
fnnt is well-born—that is, has the germ
of a constitution which will anfold un-
tainted by scrofuls or epilepsy, or any
other foul diseasa which will rob it of
& healthy mental and physical devel-
opment as life unrolls before it—such
inheritance is unequalled. Dr. Ire-
land has shown the effects of heredity
a8 seen in {racing through 85) years
the health history of the house of Spain.
The children, though born fo a king-
dom and crown, were cursad with an
hereditary nervous taint which some-
timea passed over a generation only to
Rppesr again in various forms and in-
teusities, as epilepsy, hypochondra,
melancholis, manis, and imbecility, till
at length ifi extinguished the direct
royal lina.—Dr. Grace Peckham, in
Popular Sciénce Monthly.

Fleotrie Strokes on Human Bodles.

Very littlo is known about the effects
of strong currents of electricity, such
a8 lightning stroke, or the current from
an arc lighting dynsmo, nupen the phys-
ical organism.
