Heliotrope, Persian msuve, pansy,
sapphire-blue, tan, dove-gray, and
almond will be the clwice colors, and
moire or velvet for vest, oufls and
collars will be used to render the gown
more dressy and becoming. Theso
pretty dresses are very inexpensive, as
fine qualities can be bought at 50 and
75 cents a yard, and eight to ten yards
will make a dress (using inferior goods
for the foundation) that is kilted,
paneled, or box-plaited. An effoctive
addition is a surplice front and sash of
moire or velvet. One chic snd grace-
fol gown exhibited is made of Venetian
red cashmere, and trimmed with sash
and surplice folds of black waterced silk,
with the front and sides droped with
black Spanish lace. Another, still
prettier, is made of Peruvian-mauve,
with o deep rever of violet velvet, A
Fedora vest of manve surah and a short
Russian jacket of velvet are added.—
New Xork Sun.

Felwot Contwmmes,

Leading importing houses are open-
ing cases of very beautifully eolored
velvets, as these rich fabrics are to be
largely used the fall and winter scasons
through for entire costumes, for
basques, overskirts of contrasting ma-
terial, and for fancy corsages accom-
panying skirts of silk, lace, and trans-
parent woolen fabries, like albatross,
cte. Many of the stylish velvet costumes
which have reached Amerion from
Paris show the skirt and bodice frim-
mings of siriped velvet, both in bhinck
and eolors. The most elegant costumes,
however, are made of plein rich vel-
vets, in superb wine shades, deep blue,
olive, bronze, myrtle, bishops’ purple,
rosewood, and nut-brown colorings. Al-
though more novel and therefore more
sttractive to those who have strong
liking for new effects, the costly velvet
suits made up with portions of it formed
of striped velvet will find fewer pur-
chasera than those made wholly of vel-
vet in monochrome, for the reason that
the former bears its date far soomer
than the latter. Costumes, though
made of material long in use, come to
ua showing such new effects im style
and draping as to render these gowns
gennine novelties.—New York Sun.

The first characteristic in the new
fashions abroad is the rarity of costnmes
made entirely of one plain material (ex-
cept, of course, in mourning). The
utility tailor-made suits are, o some ex-
tent, an exception, but even these huve
often elaborata trimmings of velvet, and
vests of various kindsof bright or light
silks, crapes, ete. . They are made of
light-weight wools rather than heavy
eloths. -

Next come the combination wool
dresses. Thess are of the bandsome
siriped goods (the stripes either hori-
sontal or perpendicular) with plain
fabrioa.

Velvet msy almost be said to be the

ipg festure in the winter's styles.
On plain suits are seen collars, cuffs,
and revers; in more elaborate ones,
pennels, skirts basques, Fedors jackets,
and coata. It appears in combination
with all kinds of wool and silk.

‘A marked feature of oceremonious
dresses is the laying of light, semi-
transparent fabricse over heavy ones
Laces, white and Dblack, including tha
point d'esprit nets, are familiar examples
of this. In addition are the old-
fashioned bareges, restored to favor,
embroidered muslins, veilings and albs~
tross cloths. Bright-colored Bici-
liennes and satins will be used under
these light fabrios by young, and gray,
Xilse, and other subdued shades by older

Another prominent characteristiothat
is especially important is the great
variety of corsages of all sorts which
sre to be worn with skirts- of different
materialsa, There will be an unusual
demand for silk materials in small
quantities for these jackets, basqnes,
and coats. Velvet, plush, satin, and
rich black silks will be specially popu-
lar for them.

Many of these garments and most
costumes will be furnished with vests
or pufings, contrasting with the gown
in fabric and ocolor, and often several
scoompany one costume, Chief among
these will be surah silk in bright or
light monotones, and in stripes, plaids,
and spoited designa. Vesats will also be
made of plush velvet, plain and bro-
caded, moire and watered silk, China
silks, etamine, cantons, crepes of =ll
kinds and laces. Msny of these fabrics
are embroidered with beads, jet and
colored, or with silk. In this depart-
ment, fortunately, there is no guestion
of matching dressesn. It may also be
said that anything rich and brilliant on
the one hangd or soft and delicate on
the other, will be accepted as material
for vesta.—Journal of Fabrica.

Promenads Corlemes,

The firet hos a skirt of nut-colored
figured cashmere, trimmed on each
side with a velvet panel, that on the
right side being wider than that on the
loft, which widens gradually toward
the top. The skirt is plaited and the
back of the overskirt is draped inas
point and raised in fromt, forming
draperieson each side. The ocorsages
is of velvet and forms two long points,
the plastron being formed by the
drapery, which ascends to the neck and
isgathered. A cashmere plait crosses
the right side of the basque and holds
the drapery in front.

Another has a skirt of gray-blne satin
delaine, bordered at the bottom with a
fine plaiting, over which is & band of
Orientil eashmere. The skirt is flatin
fromt and has plaits in the back, the
overskirt, or scarf, being of the same

texturo, but plain and without derts,

The two draperies, arranged liko &
soarf, are knotted on the right sidein a
doulile bow, having leops falling over
the tkirt. The jacket is of figured vel-
vek, trimmed with fur, and opens over
a corsago, closed by three brandon-
bourga, placed underneath ihe fur;
then lower is a birg belt ecovered with
passementrie, and having tnssels: cap
of velvet trimmed with fur and a hird.

Another is made of a blue woolen
goods with s border. The left side is
frimmed with a panel ornamented with

phish  ribbons placed lengthwise,
In front is & double - plaited
skirt, raised omn the left side so

as to join the back overskirt, which is
also plaited. The corsage is double-
brensted, and on its right side de-
seends in an embroidered panel and
buttons underneath from ome side to
the lining of the other. The back is
naalloped and trimmed with embroid-
ered ornaments, The straight collar
hooks on the left side and is trimmed
with embroidery.

Another is of cheek wobl goods in
red and senl-colored stripes. ‘1ha false
skirt is covered in front with a narrow
tablier, over whioh is n plaited drapery
raised on the left side under a sort of
redingote. The fronts fall loose and
open over a double-breasted vest of
English crape. White metal bunttons
trim the front and border of the red-
ingote. The. panel on the rightside
follows the plaits of the tablier, but has
no buttons, The back drapery falls in
graceful puffs, and is in two plaita. **

Another is of faille and sen-colored
satin. The skirt is of seal-colored
faille, draped in its back in plaits and a
plain panel in front, “The panel, hav-
ing a narrow plaiting at tho border, is
surrounded by three rows of silk scal-
lops. The skirt is completed on the
lefs gide with o pleated panel of em-
bonsed velvel; & drapery forming a
round tabalier is joined to tho panel st
tho top, and erosses oveor and is held on
tho other side; then ascends over the
back of the skirt, forming a cascade.
The corsage is of seal-colored satin,
and opens like a shawl over a plastron
of embossed velvet, trimmed with s
pointed vest of faille, having a double
row of buttons, and the revera are also
of faille,

Still another ia of plain and striped
brown cashmere. The underskirt is of
light-colored striped material, over
which is a long full overskivt in o dagk
shade, draped high on the right side
and held with a tab. On the left side
it is plaited and joined to” the back
drapery, the junetion being covered
vith s ight plaiting about six inches
wide, formed of the ekirt material
showing only the stripes on the top; at
the top it drapes over the front of the
basqne on the left side. The skirts of
the basque are plaited in the back, and
in front it opens over & plastron of the
striped material, closing on the left
nide with hooks and eyes. The tab on
the right side is held with a button,and
plaited at the button nnder the tab,and
seems to be a continuation of the
drapery of the overskirt.—Philadelphia
Record,

Fashten Fancies,

THERE are no marked changes in the
manner of making new dresses, their
novelty consists in small details, jn new
colors, and in odd ways of combing
various fabrics, Basques with vests
and revers are retained, also long boui-
fant draperies with either plain or
plaited skirts, and as these were all
worn last winter it will not be difficult
or expensive to rearrange the dresses
of last season and give them & new and
stylish appearance.

RicH embroideries in imitation of
Hungarian work ar®made of flat silk
gimp and raised designs in tufted che-
nille, Bands of this decorate the skirt,
sleeves, and basque front, Other new
embroideries are in velvet applique on
cloth, the work in raised silk outlined
t with beads or mefallic threads. Panels
for handsome silk and satin dresses ara
bordered with Renaissance designs in
satin-atiteh embroidery, intermixed
with plush flowers in relief.

OxNE of the fashionable corsages which
is likely to prove very popular in even-
ing dress is made of Llack silk velvet,
opening broadly half the length of the
front over a chemisette Russe of richest
white Isce. There are mevely wide
straps “of black velvet which go over
the shoulders with a dainty fall of lace
Leneath them gimply to veil the top of
the arm. The backis ent down slightly
in a V-shape and ends in a very short
“Lird’s-tail" postillon with a fan of lace
aet between the two plaits. This cor- |
sage can be worn over skirts of anyrich
description,

VERY stylish toilels axre made in the
Louis XV. style. The skirt front, or
tablier, is of lace, fully gathered aronnd
the waist, and trimmed scross with
two plaited roches of ribbon. This
skirt front is placed over an underskirt
of faded rose silk; o tunic skirt of s=ilk
brocade in & rich floral pattern opens
over this skirt front; it is looped up st
the sides with flowing bows of ribbon,
and fully puffed out at the back ; peaked
bodice, opened in & squarv in front, and
trimmed with ribbon ruclies; sleevea
short to the elbow, nnd trimmed with
ruches and lace frillings.

I~ addition to the mmltitnde of ma-
chine and hand-wronght embroideries
are varions kinds of elegant fanoy ap-
pliques and novel devices in passemen-
terios of ull kinds. Home of the open-
work fabrics for dinner and visiting
gowns are made to imitate elaborate
Indian embroideries, and on silken tex-
tiles much of the embroideries is in
sequin, bends, and pendants of various
sorts. The wings of numerous small
wraps and the fronts of dresses, side
panels, waistcoats, and peplums are
made of rich open-work embroidery
stitched all over with tiny sequins and
jef drops.

Ax immense importation of figured
materials is shown, designed both for
elegant gowns and wraps, among which
are violet, ruby, and ecrn tinted
grounds of fichu Lyons satin in plain
and shot eflects, brocaded with bril-
lisntly shaded blossoms, these raisecd
snd formed of plush or velvet. Tha
designs of the most expensive patterns
are wholly novel, and altogether unlike
any of the velvet brocades naually
offered.

Then the oysters are Dbig
enough to seed, mg‘ are planted as
such, Bometimes thirty or forty such
oyeters are found attached to a single
shell. The shells are worth 8 cents &
bushel when thrown overboard, and at
the end of two years they aro worth
from 50 to 75 cents per bushel, making
a vory good margin for profit. This
method of raising seed oysters is being
rapidly extended, and a number of
steamers have recently been built at
New Haven, Conn., with special appara-
tus for transplanting the shells.—Wash~
ingion Htar.

Distiller-
ies and breweries flourish, especially in
Cork and Dublin, where splendid fort-
unos have been made in them. Ireland
doba not contain coal nvailable for do-
mestic nes, but, if her coal beds have
been allowed to lie dormant, it has been
because it was thought that working
them would not pay. Ho far as any in-
‘dustrial cooupation is concorned, a man
in as free to work or msanufacture in

Ireland ma in England or Scotland.
