This is to be well mixed,
and preserved in a hermetically
closed bottle. A pludget of very
soft cotton is to be soaked in the
liniment, and then introduced as
far s possible into the affected ear,
two applications being made daily.
Frictions may aleo be made each
day with the preparation behind
car, It is claimed that the pain is
almost imwediately relieved, and
even in many cases the inflamma-
tion is subdued,

A Club of Old-Timers. -

Men Who Voted for William Henry
Harrison for Presideni and
Are Proud of Rt

[Indiapapolis Journal ]

The annual meeting of the Tip-
pecanoce, Club was held yesterday
afterngon in the City Court room,
Dr. T. H. Lynch opened the meet-
ing with prayer. Captain Taylor
read an account of the way the club
came to be organized and its his-
tory from that time. It was or-
genized in 1880, and was compos-
ed of men who voted for Gen. Wil-
liam Henry Harrison for President
in 1836 or 1840, when they were
all young men, most of them cast-
ing their first presidential vete.
The political feature and qualifica-
tion for membership requirea that
to be a member the candidate must
have voted for Harrison for Presi-
dent in ’36 or ’40, is a Republican,
and will support the Republican

rty. The club is also social and
mnevolent. They visit the sick
members, and when a member dies
attend his funeral. The oldest
member of the club, James Hub-
bard, will be 102 years old next
March, and bas consequeutly been
a voter for eighty years. The
youngest member has been a voter
for forty-six years.

In the six years of its organiza-
tion the club has lost by death 111
members. It had £26 members on
the first Wedneaday of December,
1880. During 1881 the club lost
by death 27, or 6} per cent., leav-
ing 399 ; duting 1882, 23, or 54-5
per cent,, leaving 376 ; during 1883,
19, or 5} per cent., leaving 358;
during 1884, 18, or 4} per cent,,
leaving 341; during 1886, 16, or
4 7-10 per cent,, leaving 328, and
during 1886 the club lost 10, or
3 1-14 per cent,, leaving 316 mem-
bers yet living. OF the liviog
membets, 68 of them are between
sixty-five and seventy yeavsof age;
i14 are between seventy and seven-
ty-five years of age; 65are between
seventy-five and eighty rs of
age; 54 are between wighty and
eighty-five years of age; 12 are be-
tween eighty-five and nivety years
of age; 4 are between ninety and
ninety-five years of age, and one is
102 ycars of age. Of the total
membership, 436 voted in 1840,
230 in 1886, 117 in 1833, 64 in
1828, 16 in 1824, 4 in 1820 and
1 was a voter in the years 1816,
1812 and 1808, and is yet living,
with falr prospects of voting agasin.
The total ages of the 316 membera
ef the Tippecanoe Club now living
i822,910. The average age of each
member is seventy-two years eight
months and twenty-two days.
