Robes of Ceremony Which Admirably
Combine Simplicity and
Eleganiee.

The =implicity of design nnd finish
adopted by many fashionable modistes

home gowns and street suiis, does not
argue any lessening of the expense of
the toilets, lmt rather the reverse, as
plain robes require richer materials to
be effective than those of more ornale
design, with their abundance of draper-
jes and garnitures, It is also necessary
that the fit and finish of a plain dress
bo faunltless, for which quite as much
kill is required as in the artistic dis-
posal of laces and draperies. One
among several besutiful but simple
gowns recently moted has pale-green
moire of exquisite texture and sheon for
the material, with front trimming of
duohesse lace ten inches deep. Tha
short petticost falls in two triple box-
plaits, one each side of the front, with
the space between them widening in
fan-shape toward the foot, which is
finished without even a marrow plait-
ing. The train joins this petticoat at
the sides, and is very long and square
out, and like the front plaizly finished
about the edge. The center breadths
of the train are ent in ome with the
bodice and fall in heavy, undraped
{folds, the side Ddreadths being joined in
transverse plaits near the waist, form-
ing gracefully-drooping puffs. Not-
withstanding the fullnesa of the train,
it is so well drawn back and held in
position by an srrangement of bands
on the under side ‘that it falls in & com-
paratively nsarow space without any
ungrateful spresding owt at the sides
until it nears the floor.

The bodice fromt, which is separste
from the petticoat, has apperently only
one point of fastening, that being at the
waist on the left side. From here it
opens diagonally to the right lower
corner’of the square-cut neck. - Across
the back of the bodiee, which is high,
is taken » wired standing collar, ending
under esch car. The collar is lined
with lsce, snd on the left corner the
lace is bunched under s diamond pin.
The long end of the lsce s draped
gracefully across the open square fo the
lower right hand ecorner, from where it
is taken in & diagonal loop to the waist
line at the left side, ending in a soft
cascades, and a second piece taken from
under it across the petticoat formaa
short spron drapery, continued down
the right side of the skirt o the foot in
poft falling waves The arrangement
is oue of peculiar graes and originality,
differing much from the customary
flounces and draperies, and also shiw-
ing the besuty of the pattern moet ad-
vantageonsly. The short sleeves are
simply pufls of the msterial with roffles
of the lace depending from them to the
elbowe. A magnificant dress of violet
velvet is very similarly made, with
bends of gold-bead passementeries used
as garniture instead of the lace. A
broad band extends from belt to hem
down the front of the akirt, ending in »
tasseled ornament. Twosimilar bands,
twelve inches long, are taken up the
center of the box-plaits at each side and

ally at about 14—the wedding takes
place.  The bridegroom has to provide
the house; the bride and her people
supply the household goods, ~ Of
coursa, they are of a simple nature.
The wedding takes place in the village
church, After the ceremony both par-
ties roturn to their former homes, ac-
companied by their friends—the young
men with the husband, the women with
the now wife. The husband and his
friendls prepare the house for the com-
ing festival. After due prsparations,
the women, each carrying on her back
gome present or household article, go
in procession to the home of the new
couple. First come a number of young
men, éach having a large drnm, which
is beaten with & sfick, Immediately
bohind them comes the bride, dressed
in her best, generally & green bodice,
rod skirt, trimmed with white lace
some gix inches longer than the skirt,
& low-cxowned white, narrow-brimmed
folt hat, & greea handkerchief
acrogs the breast and  high-
hesled feather sandals. The colors I
describe are not chosen by chance, but
are the national colors of Bolivia—red,
yellow, and green, I passed a mar-
They
hed to «cross & stream. The
men cycssed, Deating their drums,
without bothering themselvos abont the
bride. The new wife took off her san-
dals, gutliered np her dress (stovkings
they don's wear) and waded over. T'he
rost of tho women waited until the bride
was safely over and then crossed like-
wise. On reaching the new hiome they
have & great feast, winding up with o
grand ball, which is kept up until all
are tired out. On such occasions an
immensa quantity of mgis chocha is
drunk. The orchestra consists of drums
and fifes.

Many times while
traveling in the South I heard thess
pan-flutes in the distance, played by
sheep-herders whiling away the time.

Jenny Lind
opened with the “Casta Diva,” and fol-
lowed with the “Flute Song,” in which
her voice contested rivalry for purity
and sweetness with a flute in the duet,
then the famous “Bird Song,” and next
on her programme the “Greeting to
Ameriea.” All the pieces wero applaud-
ed npparently to the full capacity of
an enthusiastic nudience, and Mr. Web-
ster,who was in his most genial after-
dinner mood, emphasized the plaudit
by rising from his seat and making
denny o profound bow, us if respond-
ing for the country to her “Greeting.”
But when the “Swedish Nigbtingale”
answered the encore by turning in the
direction of John Howard Payne and
giving “Home, Sweet Home,” with all
the wonderfnl tenderness, purity, and
simplicity fitting both the words and
nir of the immortal song, the difference
was at onco seen betwesn tho me-
chauical applause ealled out by a dis-
play of fine vocalization and that elici-
ted by the “touch of naturo that makes
the whole world kin.” MHefore flie first
line of Lha song was completed the su-
dience was fairly “oll its fect,” nnd
could scarcely wait for o panse to give
expression to its enthusinsm, Peoplo
ordinarily of the undemonstrative sork
clapped, stamped, and shonted as if
they were mad, and it soemed as if
there would Die no end to the uproar.
Menntime nll eves wern tnrned upon
Payne, u small-gized, elegaptly-molded,
gray-haired gentleman, who blushed
violently ab finding himsolf the conter
