Fish Preserved In Rock-Salt.

At the White Plnins salt works, on
the lino of the Central Paciflc Rail-
road, beyond Wadsworth, in sinking
Isrge pits or wells, many fish, per-
factly preserved, have been found in
the strata of rock-salt cut through.
The salt-field occupies what was once
the bottom of a large lake. The fish
found nre of the pike or pickerel
species and from {welve to sixteen
ineches in length. No such fish ara now
seen in any of our Novada lakes, The
specimens aro not petrified, but are
preserved in perfect form, flesh and
all, as though they had been frozen.up
in cakes of ice. The malt works are
located near the ceater of a bagin, in
which was once a lake thirty miles
long by from twelva to filteen miles in
width, and over three hundred feet
deep in places, as is shown by the an«
cient water-lines on the bordering hilla,
The fish found embedded in the layers
of rock-salt are dounbtless thousands of
years old, After being exposed to the
sun and air for a day or two they be-
come a8 hard as wood. At the time
Jason Baldwin, now watchman at the
Osbiston shaft in this city, was superin-
tendent of the White Plains works he
found great nnmbers of these fish. In
8 pit eight feet square and about sixteen
feet desp dozena of them wers found,
there being sometimes five or six in a
buneh. It was fourdd that they could
be eaten, but they were not very
palatable, and it was necessary to soak
them in fresh water for two or three
dag; before attempting to cook them.
