It seeins to me
that in thase native plums we have the
easy potentialty of a clasy of fruits
that will give “oold north” a two
months’ supply of fresh {ruits which
will, in time, sbolish all rezref that
the reach, nectarine and apricot are
denied to th.m by » vigorous vwinter.
For it in & fact that our YPrunus Ameri-
csna his a range farnorth of onr'na-
tional boumiary, being, :in fact, the
hardiest of all tree fruits. Itis ol the
most essy cultivation, and very sus-
ooptible of improvemeit. If it were
not already, in its wild, noonltivated
state, s0 , washould have, unques-
.tionably, long ago, soughti to improve
it. As it is, we find it overywhere
norih of the range of Prunns dowiestica
prodnced” so abundantly 'm its ne sdn
a5 to be almost destitute of auy settled
commeroial value, which can only be im-
parted to it by production of imyproved
soris, superior in size, beanty and
flavor to the too abundant wild prod-
ucta. .

What Is a Strawborry? *

No one, we suppose, in these days of
opular lectures and elementary hand-
ks, necds to be told that what we
oall the fruit of the strawberry is not
the fruit, but the receptacle or cushion
on which the fruit is placed, the fruit
belng in roality the hard little brown
nuts which, if we condescend to notice
them at all, we usually call seeds. But
while the friift remains—to ordinary
ideas—unfruitlike, the reeeptaclo be-
comes fleshy and juicy and red, and
pcquires the flavor which induced old
Iznek Walton to say that God could,

without doubt, have made a better’

berry, but ciglnl]y, without doubt, God
never did. Now, how comes it, nsks
Mr. Allen, that thoe strawberry has
developed the habit of producing this
succulent and conspicuous cushion? It
wns not so from the beginning; this
was not the “primitive Jjorm.”" The
primeval strawberry fruits were crowd-
ed together on a green, dry, indelible
receptacle. Whenece the change? “Why
does the strawberry develop this large
mass of apparently useless matter?”
The answer follows unhesitatingly.
For a plant with indligestible fruils,
like these little nuts, it was a clear
guin in the struggle for life to hs easen
by birds, and oonsequently to have
something to tempt birds to eat. HBome
of the ancestral strawherries chanced to
have n receptacle a trifle more juiey
than their chaffy Drethren, and b
virtue of this piece of luck gave bir
to more than tho ususl number of seed-
lings, all reproducing and some further
devoloping the phrental characteristio,
The most deveéloped were throughout
the most fortunate, till the present
state of affairs was reached; while the
strawberry plunts which had not
ﬁl;:upe_d 80 to develop were utterly

ten in the Tact of life; to- the extent
of becoming altogether extinot. By &
like process the berries (if we may so
call them—{for botanists wiill reproviug-
Iy tell us they are no suck thing) be-
came red, the color serving as an ad-
vortising medinm fo let the fowls of
the air know where the now luscious
morsels were to be found. Now we
sre far from spying that this is ap im-
possible aceonnt of the growth of straw-
berries- ~we will not even say that it
very improbable.
