I feel impelled to urge
upon yoa the importance of doing
something when ailed to a caw ot
sudden ileal h. Don't say i Ala is
over!' but go. to woik, and work
quick. 1 have lu iiny mind three
such eases that occurred in this
city within three years, whore three
rather promineut busiuess mien
were stricken, each dying in a very
few minutes, and ech in the pres-
ence of one or more physicians,
who happened to be near, and yet
no attempt at arti?ial respiration
or the 6uddeu stimulation of the
heart by hypodermic injection was
made."
