- Percival. Pereival
is now remembared ehiggf as & poat,
specimens of his musical and pictur-
esque verse adorning most of the an-
thologies, aud having a place in many
of the schoul-readers, But he was also
grent as s philologist and geologist,
and his attainments in almost every
branoh of science were remarkable.
He rendered important service to Noah
Webster and that lexicograpler's lit-
erary executors in the compilation and
revision of Webater’s Dictionary. He
made the first systematio ieal
survey of Connecticut, embodying its
results in & valuable report, and under
Governer Barstow held with oredit the
position of Siate Geologist of Wiscon-
sin. It was during his incumbenay of
this offilce that ho died, in May, 1
at Hazel Green, Lafayette County,
where his remains now repose. )

Percival was the son of s Connecti-
out physician, and was born in 1795.
He was gradusted from Yale College
with honor at the age of 1. Whena
mere child he had dwplayed marked

tical powers, and shortly after leav-
ing college he gave his first volume of
verse to the world. Before this no less
