A curious cave wns disoovered near
Bpencer by H. H. Strum, of Indian-
apolis, and Richard Pinker, of that city,
who has explored it.

A passage-way eightesn ‘inches
wide and ten foet long, led froin this
vpening toward the nortwest to sunother
chamber similar to the firsi, bul: about
sixty feet high. A pnssage way then
brought the party imto still amother

‘room, it being a little smsller than the

frst. From this a narrow aimle, sixty

feet long and seven foet high, ladmorth-

weat to m very small opening, or mam-

bole, through whioh the reporter
erawled with o' lamp, and foundithat the

pasuage was blooked by o large quantity

of sand_debris, brought by the rains

that pour at times down the-whole cave.

At the end of thiu last passuge there lad

off two openings, about sa large as a ‘
stove-pipe. Stamping on the ground
brought out the fact that u chamber was
at some place under this lasi passage.

This week o hole will be drillad to find
if such a cavity exists, and also the sn-

trance will be enlarged, making it easjer
of nocess. -

Commodore Dawey; chief of the bursan
of oquipment and re-rulting of the Navy
department, has made his annual report
to Becretary Tracy. e asl# for an in-
creass in the appropristion over the past
youar on account of new wessels, These
vessels have o greater steamer capaocity
than the oid ones, and thus the fuel Lill haz
become tor. During the yoar the
Dolphin used $15,000 worth of coal, and
as it is proposed to keop twenty-five
vessels in commisslon all the time the re-
port estimates the cost.of coal to be $87%,-
000 per annum.

On June 50 last thers were 8,147 enlist~
ed men and apprentices in the navy. The
report recommends s more rigla stand-
‘ard regarding tha oitizenship of those who
onlist, and sayr that hereafter every man
or boy who offers to enllst should be native
born Americans or a nsturalized Amerl-
can, or declare his intention to becomea
