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AWFUL 10SS OF LIFE.

MANY PEOPLE BURNED TO
DEATH AT SYRACUSE, N. Y.

The @reat Leland Hotel Wiped Out by
the Flames—Fromm Twenty-five to Fifty
Fotsons Moet Death In the Burning
Eulldipg—How the Fire Originated.

[Byracuso dispatsh.)

fom twonty-five to fifty livos were
lost edrly bils morning by the burning
of tho Deland Ilotel here, the largos
hotel In Centra! Now York. The build-
ing will prove a totdl loés.  An byo wit
ness says that ht MT twenty-five people
loso thelf llves in attempting to ascapo,
and a guest who narrowly escaped death

says that fully twico that number have
perished In  tid burning building. The
firo starled a few minuntes aftor 1 o'clock
this morning. and almoét Instantly the
largo strncture was onvelopod in flames
from cellar to roof, Evory offort was
made to arouse the sleoping guests, but
tho smoke In the halls was so dense that

It was found impozsible to reach the up-

per floors, and it Is belioved many per-

sont worn suffocated and their bodics
burned. A number of people jumped
from windows and wero killed or ln-

‘ured.

The fire started in the kitchon near the
elovator, and shot up the shaft with al-
most incredible rapidity to the sixth
story and burst through the roof. All
the fire ongines of thoe olty were quickly
upon the seone, but the fira centinuod
to gain headway, and it soon beeame
apparent that the bullding would be
destroyed. The firomen worked horo-
lcally to save the inmates of the hotel,
and a number were- dragged uncon-
sclous from tho first, second, and third
stories, above which tho rescuers
conld not sscend on account of the
dense smoke which filled the wuppor sto-
rles.

The scene was one of the wildest con-
fusion. People wern scen at the windows
on every floor, shricking frantically for
help, which could not be given them.
Many fell back into tho flamos, fainting
and exhausted, whilo others hurled them-
selves from tho windows, meoting Instant
death on the pavement. Many who es-
caped from the lower storics will die
from the cffects of thelr injuries, ocea-
sioned by the flames and portions of the
falling walls.

How many -victlms perished will not
bo known until the fire has.spent its
forco and the debris has beon clearod
awny. Indicatlons, however, are that
st loast fifty persons have lost thelr
lives, and probably a much larger num-
bor, The hotel was woll filled with
guests, and though many cscaped, It
scoms almost certain that tho loss of
[ifo has been very large.

Five bodies partially hiddon by bricks
are lying In the alley, but cannot be

reachod, owlgg to tho intense heat. Two
of the vig women, and are sup-
posed f tho location of tho bodies to

have been -domestics who jumped from
thelr dormitory on the sixth floor.

One woman was being lowered from a
window by the ald of a rope and had
reached a point opposite the third story

‘when the rope became Ignited from a

burning sill. The rope parted and the
woman fell to the pavement. Hor brains
wero dashed out and her body flattened
into & shapeoless mass,

So great is the confusion and exelte-
ment that tho indontity of those killed
wnd Injured cannot bo ascortalned. Un-
dertakers and ambulances are fiying in
all directions, and the streots in the
neighborhood of the ill-fatod hotel are
thronged with oxcited crowds of peopls.
Every physician in the city is on the
socene, and the waunded are baing cared
for as well as possible.

Among those injured is Cora Tanner,
the actress, who was soverely burned
sbout the head and feet. She was play-
ing an engagoment at tho Grand Opera
Hounse and had a room In the hotol.

Frank Casoy of Glens Falls, N. Y.,
and Emil Forbes, a prominent brower of
Byracuse, are among the dead.

Many lives wore lost by people crazed
with fright jumping from windows,
One man says he saw six people jump
from different windows on ithe Fayotte
atroot cidn of tha hpi aelthin g sp4aco

of four minutes, and the sight sickoned

him with its horror, and he was compel-
led to leave the spot.

Thoe bullding was provided with both
lron fire escapes on the outside and
ropes on the Inside, which were the
means of saving many lives. Burnet
Forbes, a stock-broker, escaped Into the
strect almost naked. He was slightly
injored about the hands. He loses a
gold watch valuod at $500 and all his
clothing.

One woman wnas found with a nursing
babe in her arms crouched in & stalrway,
whero sho had been oyercome by smoke.
Shoe was removed by the firemen, but has
not yet regained- consclonsnoss, and It is
Impossible to say what her name or ex-
perisnce was.

Escape by the stalrways was cut off,
and those in the upper stories were com-
pelled to jump. The clerk of the hotel
began sounding In the alarm by telo-
phons, but the Asmes sproad so rapldly
that he was driven from the Instrument
and compelled to Jump to save his own
lifo. Nothing Is Jeft of the bullding ex-
vept the elevator shaft and the chimnoy.

The New York Central Deopdt, which
18 across the street from the hotel, was
in groat danger, but was finally saved.

Tha loss will exceed half a million dol-
lars. ‘This covers tho hotel and furafl-
ture, the storos on the first floor and
their stocks. The fnsurance will prob-
ably bo about onc-half the amount of the
loss.

The hotel was ono of tho finest In
Central Now York. It stood on one of
the most prominent cornors ol the city,
and was well known to tho traveling
publie of the United Statea. Thoro wore
400 roosns in the houso, and, owing to its
convenient location as rogards the rail-
road depot, it hnd always beon filled with
The New York Central Rall-
rond's station adjoined the hotel. Re-
cently all the rooms nnd parlors of the
housa wers redecorated and ronovated.
Blegant furniture was put in, and tho
ontire hotel given & practically new ap-
pearance. It was a six-story structure
built of stone, brick, and lron. There
was an entrance on each corner. Run-
ning along tho two street sides betwoon
the entrances were s number of stores.
A restaurant was attached to the hotel.
All the rooms were steam-hcated. The
caravansary was owned by Warron Le-
land, Jr., &
