THE LAST TRAIN BOBBERY,

Particulars of the 820,000 Haul Made by
Texas Bandits,

rocelved of the traln wrecking and rob-
bery on the Rio Grande Rallroad on the
19th, in which the bandits secured $20,-
000 In sllver on tho way to New Orleana.
The train lelt here In the morning with
passengers for the steamship Morgen at
Brazos. When twelve miles from here
the train was derailed by obstructions
placed on the track ata polntin tho
Inlls near the river bank. Fifteen
masked men then ploudered the ex-
press car, taking-tho sliver shipment
above mentioned, and rified the
United States  mail pouches,
The passengers were thon held up and
plundered >f their money and valuables.
The robbers then blindfolded the passon-
gers and trainmen, forced them fnto a
box car, locked them In and left. Tho
derailed cars canght fire from the ovor-
turned locomotives, and buk for the
timely appearance of somo countrymon
near the scene, the imprisonsd passen-
gers and trainmen would have perished
in the fiames, The firomen and engineer
wore serfously injured whon the locomo-
tive went over, but fortunately no lives
were lost, Officers are on the track of
the bandits, but as they are supposed to
have crossed the river intc Mexico, there
18 little prospect of their being captured.

The Indians st Pine Ridge Agenay Foear.

ful of Being Iy Treated by ths Soldiars.

News from Pine Ridge Agency, 8. D,
via Rushville, Neb,, dated Jan. 21, says:
There is Increasing nervousness notice-
able among the Indians this morning oc-
easionad by tho difficulty the Indians ex-
perienced in agreeing upon the question
of turning over their arms, submitting
to the dogradation of tho soveral tribes
and the manner in whilch they are to be
treated by the governmont. The Rose-
bud Indiens fear to loave this Agency

the Ogallullas have commitied as many
crimes as they had themsclves. Bad
feeling was also engendered by thoe state-
ment of one chief that he Intended to
turn over all the Indians to the soldiers
as & consequence of theso actions. The
collection of arms has beon very un-
satisfactory only 104 having becn given
up.
The nows of the murder of Few Talls
and four of his band aud the wounding
of his wife has also tended to inflamethe
Indians, It was discussed In yesterday's
council snd denounced by all factions.
The Indians have rounded up thelir
ponics and herded them near thelr vil-
lage, while the Indians themselves hang
around the tepees discussing the ques-
tion of tho day and silently watching the
agency. Gen. Miles Is greatly anooyed,
and has put off indefinitoly the dats of
his departure from this place.

The commanders of the several camps,
Gen. Brooke, Gen. Carr, Col. Henry, Col
Shaffer, Col. Ofley, Col. Wheaton, Major
Wells, Major Whiteslde, and Capt. Cap-
ron have just gone into council with Gen.
Miles, having been specially summoned
for the purpose.

BAKRING THEM OUT.

Hr.Owen's Blil to Regulat Igrati
Mr. Owen, of Indiana, Chairman of the
Committee on Immigration, reported to
the House, with a recommendation that
it pass, s substitate for the bill Introdnced
by himself, providing for the regulation
of immigrationg The bill is reported as
upon by the committes after a
caraful consideration of the testimony
taken by it on the subject.
It provides that the following classes
of sllons shall be excluded from admis-
slon Into the United States In accordance
with the existiug laws regulating immi-
‘gration other than those respecting
Chinese. All ldiots, Inssno persons, pae-
pers, or persons likely tq become a pub-
lic charge; persons suflering from o dan-
Lgérous or contaglous discase; persons

% who bave been convicted of felony or

other erimes Involving moral turpitude;
polygamists and all other persons whose
tickots .or passage is paid for with the
money of another, or who is assisted by
others to coms, unless it is affirmatively
and satisfactorily shown on speclal In-
quiry that such persons do not belong to
one of the foregoing classes. .

The bill amends the contract labor law
30 as to apply to persons coming to the
United States, in response to advertise-
ments In forelgn papers, and also to per-
sons induced to come by immigration
agents. Ministers and men In recog-
nized professions are specislly exemptod.
Tho bill requires steamship companies
to keep immigrants on board until
landed at the barge office for Inspection
and examination on pensity of not belng
given clearance papors, and also com-
pels them to care for and return rejected
Immigrants. There Is no provision for
railway Inspection.
