Earnings of Railroads.

The advance sheets of the intro-
dyotion to Poor's Manual for 1891 show
thet the number of miles of railroad
completed in tha United Btates at the
end, of the last calendar year was 100,-
817, and that the number of miles con-
structed during the year was 5,730,
Bince then enough track has been laid
to make the total mileageto this date
170,000 miles. The inoresse in shara
o;gitnl during the year was #146,140,-

, whish was equal to a little more
than $235,300 for each mile of road
constructed during the yesr. The in-
crense in the funded debt of the roads
during the year was $277,63G,254,
which was equal to not muoh less than
$60,000 per mils of road construoted.
It will, howevar, be understood, of
course, that the inorease in funded
debt did not ne sessarily, or probably,
all fall on the naw roads constructed.
The total amount of share capltal at the
end of the year was $4,640,259,578 and
the total amou:l of funded debt was
$5,106,902,025, This gives a total of
share nl.pitul snd funded debt of
$0,746,141,0038, This total is egual to
more than $58,400 for cach mile of
mad in existence at the end of the

My, Poor states that, counting

l.ll formgof mdebtadneus. the onst of
roads as measured by the total was

S-ni BSS or ¢lose to 60,000 per mile on
the average, the total indebtedneess
having besn $10,122,635,000. One
wounld expeot the averageindebtedness

r mile to decrease, but according to
ﬁr. Toor it inoreased last yvear $1,8u44.
Regarding net earnings, Mr. Poor re-
ports that in 1810 the average was 8.4
per cent., against 3.3 per cent. in 1889,
3.21in 1888, 8.0 in 1887, 3.7 in 1886,
and 8.4 in 1805, These sre tho myv-
ernges, of corrse, on the nominal
capital. If we suppose the actual
oapital invested to be one-half the
nominal nmunnt which s in accord-
ance with Mr, F'oor's estimate in for-
mer years, we find that capital invest-
ed in railroads pays oun the average
fairly satisfactory profits, 'L'he earn-
ings pay interest on tho funded debts,
which in the aggregate exceed the
notual owp:tnl invested, aceordiug to
My, Poor's estinate, and give an aver-
nge of about 3§ per cent. for dividends
besides, While it is true that many
roads do not earn dividends, or even
fixed charges, yet on the whole the
rH s of the country are paying
concerns. Thoie which are not have
baan prematurely built, or built where

s are nob needed, or wrecked
by intentionaliy or ignorantly bad
management. 1t will be observed that
there was a slight improvement lnst

ear over the yoar before in net earn-
ngs, which, ho'wever, were still below
those of 1880 and 1887,

Bnm Wood, who wae shot by James
Brenuan Juna 23,

Infurmntion roceived shows that plans
to kill Judge Botkin were lald three
weeks ago, and that the Intended wvictim
was made aware of It the day following
that on which the astassination had been
arranged. Botkin lives on a olalm threo
milea from FKpringlleld. His term of
court was to open thare, and the murder-
ers wero to lie (n wait for him in a deep
capnyon und kil him when he started for
Epringfleld. It was one of the consplr-
atbrs that diselosed “he plot two weeks
ago, and Judge Botl:in kept absolutely
Eujnt. telling only the sheriff and his

eputy. Accordingly the sheriff and afx
deputies met at Botkin's house and re-
mained thern till 2:30 in the morning,
when thoy started for the deep canyon Lo
hide until the murderers should appear.

At daybreak forty citizens of Woods-
dole and Bpringflelc, armed with Win-
chesters and revolvers, rode up, and,
finding the sherlf and doputies in am-
bush, commenced- firing. A desperate
battle ensued, lasting until sunrise, The
sheriff and two deputies lost their llves
at tho hands of the nssassins, The mob
then dispersed and the three deputies
who escaped unhurl went to Springflold
and reported the killlng. Then they
proceeded to Judge Bodkin's place and
warned him of the danger. He immedl-
ately fled with his ‘amily to Arkansas,
where he {8 belng guarded il the militla
arrives.

Attorney General Ives, received g dis-
patch stating that warrants had been ls-
sucd for the arrest of the murderers,
He eald that would do no good, how-
ever, for one-half of the people were in
sympathy with che outlaws.

Adjutant Genoral Roberta has ordered
the two companies of inilltia ut Sterling
and Hutchinson to proceed to Arkalon,
where Judge Botkiu's life Is in peril.

When Bam Wowd was murdered last
June It was generully charged by his
friends that Judge Botkin and the. ad-
herents of the latter were reaponsible
for the assnssinatior, but no one except
James Brennan, the man who did the
shooting, was arrested. Judge Botkln,
however, did not feel safe In that part of
the country, and spenta great portion
of his time during {he summer months
In Topeks, and with his brother, near
Fort Beott.

When court convened at Hugoton,
Btevens County, ir Septamber, Attor-
ney General Ives wug present to conduot
the examination of Brennan, and & spe-
cial State officer was present to preserve
the peace, but as no attempt was mnde
to croate any kind of a disturbance the
Btate authorities relaxed thelr vigllanes
and for some time the Botkin distriet
bas been congeidered a anfe and peace-
able part of the Staze.

Since July, 1888, thero has been tur-
moil in Btevens County., The county
seat contest between Woodsdale und
Hupgoton culminated In a massacroe of
Sherift Cross and lis deputies by Bam
Robinson and his gang of sbout twenty-
seven mon from Hugoton, There was
un nbatement of the killlng then uaotil
early last yenr, when James Brennnn, of
Richfield, Morton County, shot und
killed Bam Wood, of Woodadale, the ao-
knowledged leader of the Woodsdale
faction. This killing cocurred in fronc
of the littie churet In Hugoton, Judge
Botkin having convarted the chureh into
o court-room, whese the June term of
the Btevens County Distriet Court was
being held., Brenunn was arrested and
after two attempte to nflw him a trial
on the charge of murder, was taken
to the jail ot Hutchineon to awalt the
third and last attompt to secure o jury
this month, Bince Woods' death los-
tilitles have ceasel In Hugoton, and
apparently have now been transferred
over the boundar; line Into Beward
County, which has been peaceful hore-
tofore, though it has always bLeen
ackinowledged thet Springfield, the
county senl of Beward, has been In sym-
puthy with Woodsd 1le and Arkalon, tho
prospective county seat In sympathy
with Hugoton. This feeling of faverit-
ism, which unquestlonably exists, has
evidently risen to that point whore it
became uncontrollable, and the Spring-
fleld people have gone in to help out the
Waoodsdale faction.

The new killing increases the pumber
of men slaughtered In the countles of
Soutbwestern Kanzas to about twelve,
not tuking fnt: account the famous
Leotl-Coronado County seat flght In
Wichita County. There has never Laen
a fesling of security In Btevens County
sinee the famous Hoy Meadows massa-
ero of 1888, though at times the publlo
pulse has been perene and bloodehed
secmed an impoesibility, Dut those men
in Stevens, Seward, and Morton Coun-
ties, and in all other countles surround.-
ing that quarter, never forgive a wrong
or forget an Injury. The direct cause
of the attaek on Judge Botkin les
In the fact that over slnes tho
foud began his sympathies have been
with Hugoton, though his home ls at
Springfleld, in Beward County, forty
miles wsway. James Brennan, who
killed Bum Wood, was his counselor and
friend and traveled about with him on
his judicial journeys through the coun-
ties comprising the district. At the Arst
attempt to try Brennan in September
Inst at Hugoton Judge Botkin refused to
hroaidu. for the reason, he sald, that

repnan had beoen hLis friend. o no
trial was had nor any attempt mado to
secure u jury untll Nov. 4, when Judge
Wall, of Wichita, made the eifort.
Judge Botkin was in Hugoton when the
last attenipt to try Breunan was made,
and 1t s remembered that when he drove
out of town afier the court had failed to
get o jury the sherlif of Beward County
woent with him with a Winchester over
his shoulder. The sherlff of Soward
County had simply taken Breunan's
place ns Botkin's body-guard.
