HOW THE OQUESTION 1S AN-
SWERED IN ADVANCE.

Night Boones at (he Signal OfMeo—Curiouy
Cipher Dlaputcacs—Making tho Fore-
oasts—How tho Heports and Weathor
Mups Are Proparod nud Distributed.

Bam'y 'ropheta.

pays n Washington
correspondoent,
Thalr oceupation fs
somewhat llke
that of the African
rainmnkers. They
forctoll the weather,
presdieting wot nnd
dry spells, hot waves
Pound cold waves,
"Noodr nnd gales. So
loung as thelr predie-
tiime tu 1 out cor-
= ool nobody paye
| much attention, If
e g i thoy make n mistake
| t howls of derision
and Indignation arlso. Peopla have no
use for prophets who exhibit faliibility
like ordinary mortals.

Prophosying about tho weather Is al-
ways an anxious business, It Is very
differont from running an oracle afier
the Delphic pattern, dispensing ambigu-
ous roplies to fool quoestions. If the
ralnmaker of the (ongu promises a
shower and it fnlls to arrivo ho is dis-
oredited ss a fraud, It is much the
same wuy In the Bignal Oflce at Wash-
Ington,

ho wenther reports, which come by
telograph to the Bignal Oflce at
o'clock every night, aro curiosities in
themselves, Hero is an actual speci-
men, illustrating thoe style:

RosTON, March H.—Hushful
dumnable bony hirsuto pirate

It {8 wonderful whant a lot this means,
“RBashful” signiflos that the Larometer
is 80,12 and the temperature 30 degrees
Falrenheit. “Barmaid” tolls that the
wind Is from the north and that
fifty-two hundredths of nn Inch of rain
has fallen durlng the last iwenty-four
hours, “Damnable” says that the ve-
locity of the wind Is twenty-two miles
an hour and that (he highest tempera-
ture during the day was 42 degrees,
“Bony" declaros that the sky Is coverad
with eirrus clouds, *Hirsute” makes it
known that the observations were made
at B p. m.; that the dew point is 80 nrnd
that the local prediotion ls for fair
weathor. “Pirate” communicates tho
fact thot the highest wind veloeily dur-
ing the day was fifty-two miles an hour.
Each letter In every word means some-
thing, and In this way it Is possible to
condense n deal of information within &
brief space, each observer having his
own keyto the cipher for making up
dispatehes.,

These dispatches begin to pour in at
9 o'clock In the evening from 150 signal
stations all over the country. As fast
a8 thoy nrrive they are truuslated by an
expert into ordinnry English. He reads
them aloud In a sing-soug tone, while
tour skilled men at deska close by jot
down the Information they convey on as
many outline maps of the United States.
On cach map the 150 signal stations are
Indicated by ns many small cireles, in
which the facts notod are poenciled with
gymbols and ilgures. One operator
records the conditlon of the elouds and
the direetion of the wind at every point.
1t it 18 clear ut Chicago, for example,
he lanves that cirelo unmarked. Sup-
posing that it is cloudy, ho murks lines
aeross It. If partly eloudy, he shades
only onc-half of the elrele. Rain is in-
dleated by the letter “1X,” snow by the
letter “8."" The puiut from which the
wind blows is shown by an arrow. By
equaliy simple menns the second opera-
tor records changes of temperature, and
the third puts down barometrie changes.
The fourth registers the temporature
and barometer nt the timo the observa-
tlons were made, the velovlty of the
wiml and the amount of ralufall during
tlicpast twenty-four hours.

Thecse maps, when fnished, present
a complete pleture of the meteorologioal
conditions at 8 p. m. all over the United
Srates. Upon thelr showing the prophet
—only one of the three Is on duty at any
glvon time—bases his  predictions,
Meanwhile, however, other things have
bevn guing on,

Two swift compositors, sitting on tall
stools at casos near by, set up In tabu-
lar form the datn given in the dispatches
as fast a8 the trapslator reads them off,
Instead of single letters they huve type
words and figures In their lLoxes, deci-
mals to Indicato barometer heights, eto,
Thus they are enablad to do the work
with surprising rupldity, and so acou-
rately I8 it performed that no reading of
proofs is neceszary., Tho table mado In
this way I8 to be printed i the right-
hand lower corner of the weather map
published for the next day.

At the same time still another expert
slts In front of u Lrass plate exaetly the
slze of a wenther map of the United
States. The plate is perforated with
150 square holes, correspunding in po-
sition to the rignal stations. Thoy are
not labeled in nny way, but he knows
them all by location perfectly, so that
when the translator of the disputches
calls off Sacramento or Minneapolis, he
fits a little slug of lead into the right
hole without a moment's hesltation.
The slug bears un arrow crossing a cir-
cle, and the way In which it Is set to
polnt indleates the direction of the wind,
1’ you will look nt o woeather map you
will see these arrows scattered all over
it, and will also notice that the elrele
through which cael passes shows the
state of the weather at that station,
Supposirg that it was clenr at tho hour
of observation, tha cirelo will be white;
if rainy, it will be Vlack., The usoeful-
ness of this hrass plate will be presently
snomn.

Th+ ! rophet Gets tn His Work,

At this stage of Lhe performanoe,
when the eontents of the 130 dispatches
have all been poted on the myps, re-
surded upon thoe brass plate, and sot up
in type, the prophet steps In,

He hes boen kevping an eye upon the
situntion all the while, but now the time
has come for him to analyze the present
situation and forcenst the future for one
day, two days, three doy= ahead, No
wontder that ho pusses his hand through
his halr, while his eyes nscume o glassy
lonk, premonitory of a prophetie duck
fit, as he feels the aflatus of inspiration
coming upen him. Turning to a elerk
ai his side, he beglns to dictate in a low
volew, suying:

“For XNew Englond, fa'r weather,
westorly winds, followed by inereasing
clondiness and probably lght snows.”

And so on until the prospeet for the
entire country has been declared in do-
tall,  The elerk writes the [lorecusts
with a etylug in manifold, ona copy be-
{ng handed nt ow e (o the printers, who
et it up in type. All the words neees-
sary for the purpuse are east eatire o
separate types, so that iL s quick work;
bui the ease gonfaining them has no
less thun 1,050 boxes, aud that is a good
many for the compositors te keop in
mind. The other eopies of tho manifold
aro paased over o clerks, who telegraph
thoe predietions to the pross nssoviations
aud to observers in different purts of the
country. The copy In typo I8 to he
printed in the left-hand lower corner of
the weasther map.

Bofore uttering his pradictions  the
prophot has drawn lines of equal tem-
perature and barometrie pressure—yon
may sea them on any wenther churt—.
upon tho map which has beon alveady
rrnlnarutl with datu noted down respect-

ng these matters.  Also, he draws &
line elreumseribdng the areo in which
rain Iy falling.  The map i then luid on
the brass plute, the typo alugs in whivh
have been duly inked, and o surt of
press fa shnt down upon It, lennslerriog
ull the srrows and civelor to the map,
Thus propared, the map goes o another
roons, whore the lines and arrows are
transforrod by rap'd progesses to o lthe
ographle ptone,  Coples from the fore-
ensta and tables of Hgures set up by the
composilors are Hiewise adiled spon the
stone, and plain maps o7 e United
Biates are used (o pr!nl the re=ult upun,

SHOT BY HIGHWAYMEN.

Train Hobbers Renort to Murder and Floe
Without the Plunder,

One of the most during attempts at
traln robbery that ever oeeurred In
Florlda took place al 1:30 o'clock the
othor morning on  the Jakeonville,
Tampa, and Key West Road, Just north
of Monroe Junetion, four mlles Irom
Banford, Fla, The Woest Indin fo.at madl,
whiel Jeft Tn|n|]m carrylng two express
anrs, tho United States mails and somno
passengar eoaches, was hoarded ot Mon-
roe Junetion by four men. When just
north of the juncetion and whilo the traln
was running at about five miles an hour,
two of the men got on the engine and
presonted revolvers at tho heads of
Engineer Dumins and s fireman, order-
ing them to keop quiet al the perll of
loging their lives. The ergineer aml
flreman being takon by surprive could
do nothing but obey, as bo deter-

mined actlon of the Jdesperndoes
showed they meant whal thoy
snid: The two other men entered the

express cars, which were occupled by
Messenger W. N, Saunders und Special
Agent 1. AL Coux, and attempted to over-
power them, The two exprossmen, nl-
though taken by surprise, mgde o des-
qnmla rosistance and the robbors then
deliberately shot Bsunders, two Lalls
taking effect In his breast and haad, kill-
irg him instantly. Mr, Cox had his man
at bay snd was about to suldue him,
when the other robber, ufter killing
Bounders, flred at Cox twlee, one ball
hitting him in the arm and the other
hitting him in the face, the ball peno-
{rating to the left eye. His noan also
wad shot nearly offl.

Rallway travel Iu Imdla may be
made very cheap, for although first-
class fare is three cents o mile, the
second-class s hut a cent and a half,
aund third-elass only a half cent. One
has little trouble with his baggage
av the stations.  As soon as the train
stops, says the author of “Indiaka,”
he has only to go to the doonr of his
compartment and call out, *kKuli
hai?” which meuns, “Is there a parter
about?” and the question will be
answored by one or perhaps half a
dozen barefooted nutives

At the time of the decennial pll-
grimages, thousands of natives take
the train, erowding in with sueh per-
sistency that there is no withstand-
ing the pressure.  Sometimes the
