The Michigan Supreme Court has
handed down an opinlen in Mitehell
vs. St. Paul German Insurance Com-
pany. The pliintiffs sustained dam-
age by flre upon wanufactured lane
ber in their yards to the amounst of
$176,000 and upward, upon whieh they
carrled an insurance of 133,500 vne
der concurrent policies. The mar-
ket vilue of the lumbor was #1064
per 1,000, but they should be entithed
to reeover only for the actual vost of
praducing the lumber, £1L.63 per thous
sand less than the market value.  In
other words, they were not entitled
to recover for the profits,

Settlement was made on the above
basis, nnd suit was brounght aciainst
defendant company, which carried
82,000 upon the lumber. to recover
the balance, al! the other comwpunies
agreeing to abide by the result. The;
company was beaten in the court lie-
low, and the Supreme Court now
affirmed the judgment. Justice Long
writes the opinlon and says in sub-
sLance:

“The contract must be constried
tho same us though the fopsared had
no stumpage or mill of their own,
and that they should recover the
warket value at the date of the fire.

A. The first newspaper of which
there is record Is the daily record of
the Roman people, called Hes Actiy,
which wis carefully written on psipy-
rus, and was cireolited through the
many provinees of the Roman em-
pire. 1t was founded by Julius Casar,
03 I, C., and was eirculated in man-
uscript copies, involving vast lalwr,
But for the true beginning of the
newspaper we must go to China, where
i newspaper was established In b11,
and which has been constantiy proit-
ed sinee 1351, Its prosent make up
Is the same s jt was nearly one
thousand veuars ago, Though China
was the flist nation o estub ish
newspapers, it has only twenty-
five sieh publications, whirh
subserve the wants of s nearly
400,000,000 people, while the Unit-
ed States and Canadi now issue near-
ly 20,000 different papers and period-
ieals, TIn Earope the fiest newspaper
was estiablished In Frankfort in 1415,
and the following year another publi-
catlon appeared at Antwerp.  In
1622 the first English newspaper was
established.  "The flist newspaper ou
the North American continent wias
the Hoston News, established in 1704,
In Canada the first paper was pub-
lished in 1763 and in Australia in
1803, The newspaper with the larg-
est circulation s probubly Le 1'etit
Journal, of Paris, which issues 1.590,-
000 copies daily, That of the smull-
est circulation is the Imperial Re-
view, which is published for the sole
benetle of the Emperor of Austria,
his Foreign Minister and Secretary of
state.  The New York World now
prints an edition of about 300,000
coples dally. The Iuston Globe prints
250,000, The Chicago News nearly
as nuny.  The pewspaner to-day is
the greatest edueational force of our
time and is depended upon by all
classes, not only for a record ol cur-
rent events but for information von
ull topies.
