BHORT WORK WITH BIG LOQGS.

N
Olrguiar Saws That Do Not Nesd Bharpens
lng, snd Move Like Lightning,

[New York Bou.)

The largest ciroular saw that has
been sent ont of this eity recently was
exactly six feet in diameter. [t was
ordered by a match company, and went
to Mie!ugan Fifty-two teeth projected
from jts rim, It is now revolving st the
rate of 672 revolutions s minute, and is
oapable of making a ten-inoh to twelve-
inch cut with ench revolution. It can
saw off a forty-foot plank, thercfore, in
nn infinitesimal portion of & minute,
though ns a matter of fact the frameon
which logs are fed to & saw is adjusted
to move at about the spoed at which a
man can walk, At that rate, thereis
nothing but o whir and a shriek to an-
nounce the journey of s log's length.
This is not a solid saw or it would have
more than 100 teeth. It is one of the
new patterns, in which the teeth are
soparate from the plate, and oan be in-
eorted and removed at pleasure. The
teeth in the sort of saw of whicl this
monster is n specimen ars little curved
bits of stecl, pointed like chisels nt the
entting end. They fit into round sock-
ets cnt out of the edges of the saw-
plates, and their little echisel bindes
project slightly beyond the eircle of the
plate. Thers are various inventious in
movable teeth for circular saws, aud in
nearly all of them the cirele plays an
important part. It looks purely orna-
meuntal, but in reality it prevents the
steel from splitting with the grain.

Solid saws contiune to be made in
great numbers, but the inventors of the
movable teoth, different partterns of
which are made by all saw manufactur-
ers, aro deriving fortunes, becanse naw
tecth can be replaced for n few cents
und in a few minutes, and the body of
tho saw remains the size it was madg,
whereas solid saws have to be newly
filled and set and sharpened every timo
they dull, a process that consumes time
and requires the services of a sawrer
whose skill commands good wages,
Every cutting reduces the size of the
saw. A seventy-two inech saw is a big
one, even in Michigan, where the sixty-
six inch saw is in common use. There
these five-and-one-half-foot saws are
run at a speed of from 500 to 700 revo-
Intions in Norway pine logs, and they
cut as deep with enrﬁ revolution as the
monster above deseribed. The little-
chisel-bit teeth will chew ount pine dur-
ing a whole working day, ani an entire
sot of dull ones can be roplaced next
day in five minutes for 3 conts a tooth,
Some of the sawdust fron: one of these
great saws was sent from Michigan to
the establishment of a great saw-maker
in this city. It was estesmad as a ouri-
osity, 1t wnanot dust at all, buta mass
of little pellets of wood, three- eights
of aninoh in thickness. The lumber-
men prefer to waste lumber in this way
provided they get rpesd out of their
tools. Thesa huge saws arc nsed singly
in sawing o rough log into planks:
Afterwards the planks are reduced to
desired widths by edger saws, which
are smaller implements revolving to-
gether at the proper distunces onefrom
the other.

A saw-mnker must know whether or
pot his enstomer wnnts to run his pur-
chase at a high rate of speed before the
saw is made. Saw-mokers, in develop-
ing a disk of eteel into & row, hammer
it 80 as to leave either n hard or a soft
center. A saw that hos a soft center
will wabble in the middle if a person
takes hold of it by the edgo and shakes
it. If it has a hard cenler, one part
will not shake mors then another. A
saw with a hard cenler, if driven at o
high rate of eprel, will not cmt
straight. Tts edge will wabble. Butif
it has o soft center, and is sent around
ot a rate of 700 or 800 revolulions o
minute, the centrifugal force straining
at the center stiffens the saw and keeps
the edge ateady. To tho average mind
it wonld seem that there has been the
sume straining after ornamental effvet
in the vertieal saws, so odd are the
shepes of the teeth. Tint here, again,
the study has been solely to produce
strengih and culting power. Some of
the verticul saws have dull {eeth alter-
nating with the sharp ones. The dull
ones do not reach out quite so far asthe
cutters. Their pnrpose is to elear the
sawdust from before the cutters,
