The contact of the moving- masses

baggage car. The twisted and
torn pieces of this car wijre penetrated
in every direction oy tne jaggeu iron
points oi tne milK tram locomotive.

camel hurrying ;to the scene they
found the front cars of both trains
heaped over the bodies of passengers
buried beneath. The cries of those
not vat. dad and the exposed
portions of more than one dumb
form told plainly the story of
a great loss of life. All the horrible
details of a railway ' collision were
present; the great heap of torn
and co .lapsed cars, the hot fragments of
iron and the roar and hiss of escapingsteam. Even the latter could not sun--
press the moans of the wounded who
.jrere helpless while the unimured
passengers and those of the train crew
not buried in the wreck aided in their
relief--

There will certainly be an investi
gation to nx tne oiame tor tne terrible
loss of life. At present there is a dis
pute between the operator at Colehour
and the general office of the road in
the city as to what the train orders
were, eacn trying to las ten tne ouunc
upon tne other.
