Asgistant Secretary of the Interior
Reynolds has made four important pen-
sion rulings.

aliens; that where a soldier dios
leaving s legally divorced wife and
minor childrean over sixteen vears
old, his mother occupies a pensionable
status and can aps:’y r and receive a
pension as dependsnt mother of such
soldier upon making necessary proci,
and that where an invalid pensionor
dies leaving no increase or reratirg
claim pending at the bureau, but hns
sccepted the rate of pension then ra-
ceived without demurring, the widow
cannot file an original ¢ aim for rerat-
ing of her dead husband's pension.

A Now Sllver BIIL

There was but one matter of nation-
al importance in Friday’s sessionof the
Senate. That was the introduction by
Mr.Voorhees (Chairman of the Finance
mmmma(!a]o]in bill providing for tge
coinage of the seigmorage. or profit,
from the silver coined and purchased
under the Bland and Sherman acts, at
the rate of two millions 8 month: the

hase (after that coinage is com-
Eieted} of 32,000,000 worth ‘of silver
a month: the withdrawal of all
notes of less denomimation than 3i0;
the withdrawal of the $2.50 and %5 gold
coin, and the appointment of five com-
missioners to attend an internatioral
conference for the establishment of &
ratio between gold and silver. The bill
was referred to the Committee on
Finance.

NIPYED IN THE BUD,

Attempt to Ymport Chlnaman Is Noatly
Frustrated.

The first sttempt ar whnolesnle smug-
gling of Chiness was frustrated 1the other
dny by the Federal authorities gt Key
West, Fln. and eighteen Celestlals nre in
the custody of the Collector of Customs
there. Informatlon reached there thutn
large number of Chinese hud made thelr
appéarance ut Boen Chiea. an island in tho
Gulf ofMexico, distant ahout tweaty miles
from the elty, and that they wars endeave
oring to secure transportation to Key West
The Collector of Customs orzanized a posse
from amoog his subordinates, char-
tered @ nanhtha launch, and pre-
coeded ut daylizht to a polnt  where
the Chinese had  been reportod. Af-
ter cruising among pamerous keys In
the vicinity they renched Roeca Chica nnd
thers found sixteen Chineso in native
costume. They presenied a forlorn np-
pearance. While they were surprised at
thelir nrrest, they nalther offerod resistance
nor cbjectad to golng to Key West No
Information could be obialned from them,
however, 28 to how they landed or who
brought them to Boca Chlea, althouzh sev-
eral could speak the English lunguasge
From the keeper of the fsland it wus
learned that they were Ianded from a
Bpanish fishing sloop
