The Iron Trade Review eavs: The
close of 1883 recoraed the lowest
frices for iron and steel in the his-
tory of tho trade. Thero has been a
disposition to think the comi
of 1884 would arrest the downwa
tendency. but evidences are to the
contrary. It is known that on ores, of-
fers have been made for the coming
yvear lower than were touched in 1893 ou
standard grades: in pig iron, the open-
ing of the year brings a report ofan
offer by a northern furnace, using Lake
Superivr ores, to sell for deliveries
running into the spring at a fizure not-
touched by December transactions.

The study of costs is the most seri-
ous business brokers have on hand to-
day, and, while every buyer may be
sutisfied that what is raw material to
him has touched a level that leaves
the maker without protit, he knows
that with greater reductions the mar-
ket may be still further depressed, and
that with foreign competition added to
that at home, the tendency must be
further downward
