AN AUBURN MIRACLE.

AN ACT OF HEROISM IS FOL-
LOWED BY DIRE RESULTS,

Edward Donnelly Savea a Life Almost at
tha Coat of Iis Own—After Years of
Buffering e In Restored to Health—Hlis
Story ms Told to a Reporter of the

Auburn Bulletin.
[Aunburn (N. Y.) Dulletin.]

It is on record that upon a chiily
April day, a few years ago, an eight-
vear-old boy fell into the East River at
the fiot of East Eignth street, New
Yok, and when a'l efforts ¢y rescuo
him had failed, Edward Dunnelly, at
rizk of his own life, plunged into the
water and, when him:ell nearly ex-
haustad, saved the boy from drowning,
It was & humene and soll-sacrificing
deod, and received de_erved commenda-
tion in all the newspajers.

Thero is a sequel to this accident,
however, which thus far has not been
published. It is to the offect that Don-
nelly was paralyzed cs o re ult of the
cold plunge and came near dying., Au-
burn people have known the lamily
since his wile was Awmanda Grantman
and his sister Mrs. 5. D. Corry, of 21
Moravia street. Donnelly himself de-
scribes the rescue a1d the result:

“I was generul foreman of the F. A,
Mulgrew Saw Mills, fost of Eighth
strest, New York, on the East River,
It was cn the 2uth of April, 1889, that
the boy fell into the river, and I res-
cued bim from drowning. At that time
I was in the water so long that I was
taken with & deathly chill, and soon
becvame so0 stiffened up and weak that [
could neither work nor walk.
