Emalipox Frevalls toan Algrming Extent at
Shicago-—-Hungarians Crushed by s Fall
of Conl—A Bargiar Klled—Indinos Sop-
alists to Walk to Their State Conventlom

s Epidemic In Parts of Chieago

Chi speciel: Health department
officers have declared that smallpox is
epidemic between Ashland avenug
and Halstyaa street. Twenty-two
cases have been discovercd within the
last forty-eight hours. The sanitary
conditions of the territory are pro-
nounced to be ripe for an alarming
spread of the disease, chiefly on ac-
rount of the lack of drainage. Discase
breeding cess-pools abound in the
neighborhood. Smallpox has got o
firm foothold in the snburb of Engle-
wood, where the Kershaw public
school, at Winer and Sixty-fourth
streots, was closed by order of tha
health commissioner. The Long-
fellow school, at Throop strees,
near Nineteenth street, was closed
but the health depart-

ment denied that it was on acconnt of
the disease, although all the children
of the vicinity are being vacvinated.
A house on Law avenuc, whero the
disease haa been most malignant, wus
zecured as a hoapital, and all cases
among women and children in that
neighborhood will be removed ther:.

CUoal Operators Preparing for Battle.

A large consignment of guns and
cartridges has been roceived at To-
luca, IlL, the mine operators.
There are believed to be not loss than
200 of the guns and 500 cartridies.
This eqnisment was qu'etly delivered
and placed in the hands of a force of
deputies sworn in by the Sheriff. It is
statoed that the operators are prepared
to place another order for arms by
telegraph, i necessary, and that a sup-
ply of guns suilicient for any emergon-
cy could be received within a tew
hours’ time.

Although most of the do’egates were
up all night. working for their favorite
candidatas, they wero sustained by en-
thuesiosm ard showed no signs of fa-
tigue.

Unlied Lo Order by Mr. Gowdy.

In calling the convention to order Mr,
Gowdy congratulutod tho delegates on
their numters and encr y, and avoked
repeate. applause hy de-
claring that the Repub-
lican victorles in the
municloul and Stato
g olections during the

lnst few mohthg pres-
aged the roturn of that
party to nutional con-
irol.

“An expert telegrapher can always
ba told tiy his writing,” sald an oper-
ator to a ittshurg Dispateh report-
er. “No matter how dierent the
writing of expert vye.ators may be,
there s a stmilarity that can always
bo distipguished by a fellow-manipu-
lator of the keys It secms thal
there are certaln muselesof the hand
capable of quicker motion than oth-
ers. A telegrapher v-ho 13 compelled
to take down thirty to i1ty words a
minute develups these muscles and
wakes them do most of the work.
So the writing of expert operators
hias a pecullar resemblance, which is
partiealarly notie rable to persons who
follow the business. A telegraphier
Is compelled to adopt a different
stylo of writivg from that usually
taught In the schonls. In the latter
beauty I what is most desired; In
ths case of the telegrapher he must
have speed, and grreat speed, too, or
ho will be thrown aside. The other
day a fellow-aperator nnd myself saw
a postal-card. 1 had only glanced av
it when I remarked that It was the
writing of a man who had once been
a telegraph operator. My companion
agreed, and {urther suggested that
he had received bis education ina
railrowl office, Inasmuch as he dated
Lis postal in the right-hand corner,
whereas a commercial operator al-
ways writes the date In theleft-hand
corner, as the blanks are made In
that form.
