The
days of copying fromy old designs are
fast goiog, and now “he designer who
would keep up with the tiwes must
be as original as pessivle.  This has
been said many times before by many
writers. T The muost unijque m>thod
of designiong from nature, thus assur-
ing originallty, is a way waich vour
correspondent bas Fad explained to
him recently by « ne of the designers
in n Lawrence mill

This man bus des gned fancy flg-
ured efiects for intricate shawl pat-
terns for many years. Sioce the ad-
vent ot the demand which calls for
a cleser Imitation of nature in de-
signing, Lhis man hus found it to be
advantageous to coby from flowers
His abillty to copy offhand from a
flower model is dellcient: so he does
like this: llegetsa buneh of roses
or a twigof leaves and buds, and
places these upon bis design paper.
A light pressure with the hand 'at-
tens the obicets upon the paper suni-
ciently to permit a true out ine to be
made of each leaf or luwer

This outline be mukes by the use
of a pencil. Then ke is sure of get-
tiog the correct fornis of the figures.
After he bas made the outline of
each feaf and tlower the buneh is re-
moved and he proceads to 11l in the
shapes. Then he checks off the
risers and sinkers tccording to the
outlined forms, und therebr is sure
of getting the correct shares of the
objects into his design. fhis ap-
peirs to b- quite o novel way of copve-
ing from nature. Any one can do
this.
