FUBLIC DEBT STATERENT,

An Apgpureat Incresse of 91,582,604 Dur-
ing the Month of July.

The regular monthly statement of
the pu! lic debt, issued by the Treasury
Department, shows that the ag'jreglto
of the public debt on July .l, 13,
was $1,643,806,240, as againat 81,A32,-

253636 on June 30, 1894 ‘This
mpparant increass of 81,552,041 is
owing to the increase in the

issue of certiticates and treasury
ootes, which, bowever, are offset by an
equal amount of cash in the treasury.
Agide from his item, the statement
shows a net dacrease in the public
debt of $°3,905. On July 31, 1845, the
rgdebt amounted to#615,-
540, an increase tor the month of
The debt on which interest has
since maturity amounted
to 81,740,~50, a decrease of #10,340.
The debt bearing no interest was
837%,950,470, a decrease of ¥54,215. The
amount of certificates and treasury
notes, offset by an ejual amount of cash
in the treasury, was increased from
9615,355.520 on June 30, 1884, to 3616«
