The stick of dyna-
mite was tied to the rail. The Bissell
sccommodation euncountered it. The
explosion damaged the track and tore
oft one of the front wheels of the
locomotive. The passongers were
badly frightened and somewhuat
gshalten up, but no one was
seriously injured. No motive
can be sssirned for the deed. It isba-
lieved, however, that the explosive
was placed on the track to wreck the
eastarn express train due at Longrun
at the same time as the accommoda-
tion train, but the explosive being
placed on the wrong track. the express
train escaped an almost certain plunge
over the high bridge.

Merchants Walting for the Devalopment
of Retall Trade.

B G Dan % Co's Weekly Review of
Trade says:

Business ia still walting for the develop~
meatof retall trade 1 here 14 & liutle Lot
tor demand In somse industries, but not so
good in others  Wholosale dealera Io
nearly all branches are hultlng, becnuse
business does not yet show distinctly whut
it Is to be Lower prloes fur the grost
farm staples and lower wiges in some gk
tablishments bindor purchuses for con-
sumptlon, while pulltical interest and un-
certalnty also have some rotording Influ-
ence. Meanwhile lurge imp.rta aod small
exports of merchandise, with Inadeguate
employment for money hera, ralsing
tbe rates of foralin exchange oo the pos-
sibilitles of gold exports, somewhat affect
the stock murket The bulting attitude
is dlsturblng to those who have looked for
continued galn, though rightly considered
it ia the natural coosequencs of condi-
tions which wers to be expectsd at thls
season.

'The
frightened express messenper  tele-
grahed to Alsvundris and hul? a dozon
empty cars were put on thy track, ln-
to which the ecaoglne crashad, caus-
ing & complete wrock. At 1 o'clock Eotur-
day mornlog officers were started from
Richmund and Washington In pursult of
the thievea The rullway company bas
offered $1.000 reward for the arrest of any
of the robbors.

OHIO SOLDIERS SHOOT
WOULD-BE LYNCHERS.

INTO

Soenes of Dloodshed About Washington
Court House, Uhio—Cltlzens, Eager to
Wreak Vengeante on a Negro, Sterm
the Jall—Threaten to U ¢ Dynnonite,

Three Killed and Many Hurt.

At Washington Court House, Ohto,
three men weore killed and sbout a
dozen injured, semo futally, by the
militin, in the endeavor to keop mobs
from lyoching William olby, coloied.
Dolby sssault:d Mrs, Mary C. {oyd,
gead o0, at arvott’s station a woeek
ago, und was caplured at Delaware.
Ohie, amd brouglht into conrt at Wash-
ington Court House. Ho pleaded gailty
and was rentencod tu tweity yaars in
the penitentiary. Aun angry mob gath-
ered ubout the juil ufter Dolby had
been identificd by his vietim, and
shoriffl Cook callod to his assistance
tho local militin compauy, This ac-
tion in_ reased the fury aoninat Dolby,
and Gov. Medinloy was uppenled to
for additional assistance. and troops
from Columbus wore sent, Col. Coit in
command,

The mob surrovnding the juil and
vourt house s itempled to wke I'olby
from the olllears when removed [from
the jail to the court house for triul,
but were kept at lm{; by the [reo use
of bayonots and clubbed guns, Whon
brought to 1he court house Dolby
broke down. While brioging him from
th> ail the mob charged and alm st
suceceded in getting him.  Henry
Kirk, the brother-inlaw f the @i
sulted womuan, wus koocked down the
~teps and badly braised, Anothor man
was layoneted through the tinger,
while & bayenet was throst through
the elothes of another, Deputies, with
revolvers drawn, guarded the prisoner
in the court room.

Dolby eried like-a baby and kept
lockiniz around for help, Soldiers
woere marched in to keep the crowd
guiet. Aftertho sentence the prisoner
wits taken to the prarcd jury room. A
mob gathercd abait the Court Housg,
und it was imo ibie to geét the
p isuner through 1o take him to the
train. The o'lesrs wo o powerless to
et Dolby from the Court Hous: to the
jail or to the train, and SherifT Cook
wi ed the Governor to scnl more
troops, The mcb grew rupidly in
numbers and desperation. Col. Coit.
mu e & speech, nsk'ng tha crowd to
disperse, but I: was received with
jeers. Zae prisomer was prostrate
from fear and lay erying and mouning
all the time.
