Get (110,000 to 020,000 from the Farmers'
National at Malvern, Iowa.

.The Farmers' National Hank of Malvorn,
Iowa, was wrockod and lootod about 3

o'clock tlio other morning. The vuult and
safes insldo of tho vault were blown to
pieces, the concussion complotply wreck-

ing tho Inside fixtures of tho building.
Three distinct explosions wero beard, tho
third awnkenins residents in Urn nolshbor-hoo-d,

who arose anrt ropalrod to tho seem',
but did not arrive until tho robbers had
fled. Some of the money was found In tho
street and some bills and securities wore
found In the debris by tho bank officials.
It Is estimated that tho robbers not be-

tween 810,000 and 20,0)0. Tho country is
being searched for mile around for tho
robhers. Tho bank ofllcers statu that tho
depositor. wilt loso uothinR, the bank sus-

taining all tho loss.

The outlo k for the Hawaiian sugar crop
of 1895 is very flattering. For several
yoars this Ind mtry has been In depressed
condition.

The dry
seasons havo taught tho suiar- - growers a
lesson. Immense reservoirs for tho storage
ot water havo been built In tho mountains,
where tho rainfall It always very heavy.
From those reservoirs tho water is con-

ducted In pipes to the plantations across
hills und sandy plains. In some cases as
far as forty miles. The Hawaiian Com-

mercial and Suar Company has expended
nearly S15t,000 in tbo development of Its
wa;er supply this year. Tho su jar crop of
1805 will bo :rln to come into tho market
very scon and Is estimated at 130,000 tons.

A great
crowd gathered In tho street below, tin
ablo to extend any relief to the panic--
stricken victims, Thts3 imprisoned per
sons who did not loso thoir heads climbed
out ou the firo escapes, and some or them
reached tho ground in this way. Tho fire
was extinguished soon after tho hoso was
turnod on, and though the work of rescue
was prosecuted with zeal from tho instant
the firemen arrived on tho scono, they
wore too late. Tho damage to tho house
will not oxcood 82,000.

There is little reason now to expect
that the German Government will re-
lax the new order prohibiting the im-

portations of American cattle and fresh
beef and probably the matter will
so tie down to a question of endurance
between German sugar and American
beef.
