By ita report on the eirenmsinnees at-
tending the strikie nf Pnllman employes
and the great strike on the railrosds con-
tering in Chicago declarsd by the Ameri-
can Railway Union, together with the
recommendations mnde as n rosult of its
investigntions of these remarkable labor
disturbances, the sirike commission has
added a notable and valuable work to
the growiug literature dealing with the
practical side of the relationa between
labor and eapital. Ttz showing of the
arrogant and unjust attitnde of the IMull-
man eorporation toward its cmployes, of
the illegal and dangerous methods of the
Genernl Managa~' Association and of
the errors and weakness of the labor or-
ganizations oppo2ed to these great aggre-
gations of capital presents in n clear
light the real causes Ivading to the as
tonishing occurrences which culminnted
in riot amd Llomlshed and o general mus-
ter of the soldiery of the nation and the
State in Chicago Inst July.

The conditions prevailing In the town
of Pullman are sct forth ut some length,
and the conclusion is reached that they
*enablé the manage-
ment at all tinies to
assert with great
vigor its nmssumed
rizht to fix wages
and rents absolnte-
Iy, and to repress
that sort of inde-
pendence which
leads to Iabor or-
ganizations and
their attempta at
mediation, arbitra-
tion, atrikes, eto"”
On the part of the
American Railway 301‘““““\‘“'
Cuion there is found n failure to gunrd
aguinst the possibility of disorder and vio-
lence among its memiwers. Such an or-
ganization, in the opinion of the com-
mission, must oppose all strikes  ex-
cept as & last resort againat unhearable
grievaoces and mnst advocate concilia-
tion and arbitration: alwo, through wise
lendership, it must nim to secure legal
stantling ahd the assistonce of wise lnws
sustained by public opinion.

Of the Genernl Manngers' Association,
which dealt with 1he great railroad
strike, the commission “questisns whoth-
er any legil nuthori-
ty. atatutory or oth-
erwise. cun be found
to justify some of
the features of the
nssoviation,” which
has ull the effects of
a pool, the exten-
sion of whose pow-
er would he danger-
ons to the people,
and wonld lead to
the serious consid-
eration of (Foveru-
ment ownership of
""m1*“m*' railrondi,. “The re-
fusal,” says the report, “of the General
Managers’ Associntion to recognize aml
deal with such & combination of lnbor as
the Ameriean Railway Union scems ar-
rogant and absuml whon wo considor fta
standing before the law, its assumprions
aud its past and obviously contemplated
future action.”

The redaction of wages at Pullman to
offset loeses are fouml to have thrown hy
far the greater burden on labor, though
during the time of reductions no sularies
of officers, manngers or superintendents
were redoced—employes who munifestly
conld have sostained n reduction muoch
better than the workmen in the shops.
The refusal to cut down the high rents
in Pullman is regarded as unfuir and un-
wise, congilering the reductions in wages
of those paying the rents. Failure to
mnke any concession and the dischorge
of members of the commitloe enlling on
the Pullman officials for increased pay
precipitated the strike. The orderly von-
duct of the Pullman strikers is comment-
ed on with favor.

When the great railrond strike was on
the General Managers’ Aasocintion, like
the Pullman corporation, refused to con-
sider the matter of arbitration. The
commisaion is of the opinion that “n duf-
ferent policy would huve prevented the
loas of life awl great loss of property ol
wages occgsioned by the strike” The
commission would have Inlibr organiza-
tions recognized and mule responsiblo.
While declining ty tnke up the guestion
of Government ownership of railways
a8 & remedy for ruilway strlkes, iv points
out that if railway combinations con-
tinue it will not be loug hefore the Gor-
ernment will have to seriously consiler
Government ownership and  Govern-
ment regulation will have to be jo-
creased. Pinally, the eommission’s ree-
ommendationa are thut a permanent ol
ted States strike commission be Toared,
and that power he given to the Federal
vonrts to enforce the findings of 1hv rom-
mission, In the case of pnblic vorpura-
tions, like ruilronds, it is the commis-
sion's opinion thar there wonld e o
difficulty and no hardship in compelling
the neceptance of terms of setitement
s agreed on by the commission. Bosides
thie recommendation it is nurged on States
to establish systems of concilintion and
arbitration similar to that in Massachn-
setts and to render illognl controcts re-
quiring men not o joln lubor orguniza-
tions or to leave them us eonditions of em-
ployment. The commission further nrges
employers everswhere 1o recognize lnhor
nnions and to treat with them and to
raise wages volunturily when trade con-
ditiens will permit,

Taken as & whole, the repart nust Le
regarded as highly favoroble to the enuse
of organized labor nud to the principle of
arbitration.

The first loans ever negotiated by the
United States were with foreign coun-
trier, Holland, Belginm, Spain and
Franes taking up the hands.

Part
of these bore interest payable in specie
and part in paper moeney.,

T 1700 the first lnrge hond issne was
mude.

This
jsse wig mnde to fund the debts in-
enrred by the various states of the United
States to carry on the war of the revolu-
tion. The dobts fneurred hy the several
atates were pasumed by the national gov
ernment.

In 1812 awether loan wus made for
veae purposes.

There were other loaus made botween
that and the beginning of the vivil war.
The year 1861 and the beginuing of the
war marked the ern of lnrge hond issues.
At this time Secretary Chase negotinted
with the bangers of the country a lnan
of SIH00M0K, the largest that up to
that time had ever lwen mmde.  There
were larger ones mnde during the war
and sinee to refumd other issues folling
duae, huat it was this lean which estab
lished the eredit of the conntry.

Flower of New York is willing to
allow experts to make a test 1o ascertain
whether a man killed in the eleetrieal
chair can be resuscitated, Ever sinee the
ndoption of the electrical-excention act by
the Swate, the Westinghouse  people,
whose dynamas are usel, have declnred
that eleciricity wus not the canse
denth, bat that death was assured by the
holding of an antepsy divectly after the
body was tnken fro the ploetrienl ehulr,

No less an anthority than Nivela Tesla,
the famous cleetricinn, eontended  that
he eould vring back to life a man killed
in an electrleal chair, provided the at-
tempt was made immedintely after exes
cution, Mr. George Westinghouse has
alwarys asserted that clectrieal doath was
n sham and that a New York commisnsion
hended by Elwidge T, Gerry bad added
the autopsy eclause to the law 50 as {0
make it certain that the man was dead.
Within the last few weeks the agitation
of the subject has heeu prominent and an
appeul is ta be made to the Governor ta
allow the pext man eondemed fo be usel
as a subject to be expesimented on. The
Governor says he will grant permission
to do this,

The attompt, if made, will undoubtediy
ereate great exeitement aud iutense in-
terest In'the seientifie worbl, 1t will also
aronse curiosity among lnywmen, heeanse,
if suceessful, it will bring 1o life a new
min who cannot lie exceuted, baving
onee suffered the penalty of denth, Tt
will also prove that the State ex. cation-
ors have really been the surgen.s who
Lield the autopsy rather than the Stat
electricinmn.
