Tw> Floating Docks to Be Bought

Civil Engineer Eudicott, chief of the
yards and docks bureau at Wauhingten,
has been directed by the Sccrctary of the
Navy to begin negotintions for the pur-
chase of two large flonting dry docks,
capable of handling the largest unproteet-
ed eruisers of the navy and the small gun-
boat class of vessels. There are o num-
ber of such docks which have been offered
for sale, but only two, so far, have leen
found that meet the requiremcunts of the
serviee, nnd if they cnn be secured for
reasonable terms purchinses will be made,
and the baslos shipped south to ‘lampi
nud Key West, where some of the ships
now with the blockading fleet may use
them for much-nevded attention to their
bottoms. The foating dock bas neser
been used in the navy, although vne was
built yeurs ogo at the cost of §HOMK0MM,
and now lies at Koy West useless and
graduoally going to pieces. The necessity
of small docks on the gulf has buen rec-
ognized by the pavy for years, but the
difficulty in securing desirable sites bas
preventéd m single one being locatud
there. The new docks will have, ou¢ u
capaeity of 3,600 tons, which will enable
it to t1 ke in ships as large as the Ralvigh
and Cincinnnti class, and the other will
nccommodate not over 2,000-ton  ships.
They are of steel, new, and well built, and
arc to be sent South ns soon ns the pur-
e price Is agresd upon. Une of the
finest Hoating docks in tho warid will fall
inte. the hands of this Government when
Havana is eaptured. This dock was buiit
last yenr, and reaclied Havana lute in the
winter, just before the Maine nffair, It
is so Iarge that the heaviest cruisers muy
be taken in with ecage.

It is definitely learned at Wickiln,
Kan,, that the full-blood Indinns of the
five eivilized tribes are preparing to leave
the Indian territory and go to Mexico.
This talk was started Inst year and went
so far that the different members of the
five tribes that comprise the Chero
kers, Choctews, Chivkasaws, Crecks und
Seminoles, united and sent delegates tc
the City of Mexico and into the State of
Chihuahna 1o investigate the feasibility
of buying land there, The movewent of
the Indiaps was favered by I'resident
Dinz, and land companies made satisfac-
tory prices to them. The Indians return-
©l to their tribesmen and reported. Se-
eret meetings were hell and it was Annlly
agreed in event the Curtis bill allotting
their lands was pussed that the Indinus
would move to Mexico. Just prior to nd-
journment (longress passed this weasurs
and the Indinn delegotes nt Washington
relurned hoine o counsel ngnin with their
tribesmen. More secret meetings wore
held ond a finul conclugion wuw nrrived
at to dispose of their Indian territury
homes at uny price and go to Mexico, The
Indinns are worth about $H00 per cnpitn
snd own, winen the lnnd iy divided, uliout
140 acres ench, There are ahout 0,160
full bloods who would emigmte.
