All the specifications ware
foand provad as alleged; the accused was
deolared gnilty under tha three charges
and be was sentenced to be dismissed
from the Unitad States naval sarvies.

Death in a Mine.

¥ive men were killed and eleven In-
jured by an explosion of gas pnear Tama-
qua, Pa. In consequence of a fire which
origmated in the lelt seetion ot the mine
some months ago, shilts of men were
driving holes from the gangway through
which water was to ba foread npon the
flames. While the men were bullding a
dam to back np the water, the gl.ng:'nlz
oaught fire. Nearly a hundred thous

lons of water wera turned Into tha
os and almost instantly a terrifie ex-

plosion ceeurred, followed by four light-
er explosions of such foree thatthe gang-
way was torn up for over 300 feet and
workmen were blown in all direc-
tions. Hescue gangs wers put 10 work
and an hour later all dead and injured
were found.

Believing there was no chance of thelr
being sent to Porto Rico, Privates Oliver
W. Greenwood and Harvey Stokes of bat-
tery B, Beventh Unlited Stntes artillery,
attempted to leave Fort Slocum, New
York, while prisoners, The men refused
to halt when challenged and the sentries
firad opan thom, killing Orecuwood In-
stantly. Stokes, althongh nninjured, im-
mediately surrendered. Greenwood was
from Kentucky. Ever since hostilities
were suspended he had been unruly and
despondent.

STATE TROOPS SENT.

Fourteen Were Killed and Many Fatally
Wounded by Rifie Builets,

Effort of the Conl Mine Operntors to
Bring Negro Miners from theBouth
Causes Trouble-Twenty-five Morc or
Leas Beverely Wounded — Rallway
Cars Are Riddled with Bullete—
Tanaer Bendus Troops,

The expected tragedy nt Vieden, L,
was enneted Wednesday, A train lond of
aegro miners who were brought to Vieden
to tnke the places of the men who were
on strike was met by o mob of strikers,
varfously estimated at from five hundred
to fitteen bopdred, and o battle enseed,
in which many were killed or wounded,
The stviking miners had been awaiting
the coming of the negrovs for  several
days. They have Leen armed during all
of thot time and have puraded the sireets
of the town, openly avowing thelr pur-
pose 1o prevent the negroes from landing.

The tragedy is the result of o .lelvrm{n-
ed effort on the part of the Chicago-Vir-
den Coal Company to employ negro min-

The coal miners' strike, which hax had
sueh o sanguivary culminntion at Vieden,
wars begun lagt April. The miners insist-
ol on a senle of wages adopted at the
miners' nutinnal convention nt Columbus.
The operators refused the terms demmnnd-
od, and the miners offered to leave the
mutter to arbitration, This the operntors
refused to consider, nid when the Sture
Bonrd of Avbitration went to Pann for the
purpose of settling the diffienlty, It possi-
ble, the opemitors declinsd to join in the
investigntion,  Then the lovkout begun.
In Augnst the operntors grew tired of the
situntion and wwdertonk to Gl the girik-
ers' places with  imported  negroes, aml
since thnt time Pana hos heen inoa state
of siege.

The wmin-
ers cluim that the fivst shot was fired from
the trnin by a goard. A miner fired o
shot Into the air us the train approached
the town, as a «ignal for the miners to
nssemble and resist the landing of the ne-

It was shortly afler noon when the
trouble begmn, The uperators have Enown
fur weeks that there would be rlot nnd
bloodshed the moment it wis attempled
to unload the negroes ot the mines, nod
they were prepiared for trouble, A stock-
ade bod been orected, with o Woek house
In the inclosure, in which thirty-two Chi-
engo police officers with luaded ritles were
wtnthaned.

Nu sooner had the train steansad in than
& fuslllude wos opened upon the miners
from the guards in the block house anid the
fifty gnurds in charge of the train. Then
the sluughter egnn, The miners return-
ed the fire, nnd soon dead and wounded
men cumbered the ground, At the cas
end of the stockade where the train stop-
ped the scene was awful.  The miners
who were making thir demonstrations
were to the south of the stocknde, but over
In the field cast of the Chivago and Alton
tracks wags o crowd of miners. The gnands
In the tower and on the tmia commenced
pieking them off, and bere is where the
miners lost all thelr men who were k lled,
The train met a furious volley of buellety
from over n thousand men, every sht in-
tending to kil The vollexrs were kept up
for tally ten minutes, until the nselesiness
of remaining  beeame  apparent to the
trainmen, nnd the troin was sped on to
Bpringtivld,

Then the miners turped loose nd pon-
demoniom relgoned. The mien were erazed
atl the slaughter of tholr comrades, al na
n result there were terrible cxeesses, [,
I, Exster, mnnnger of the eonl company
store, was expied in the streets and set
upun.  1le was first shot down and then
bis body woe frightfally manehad

Of the dead, slx nev mmners, one o (Mhi-
eagra and Alton detective, one n stockade
gunrd—Al Morgan o' Chiengo—amd two
Jeteetives, W, W, Carrell and W, W,
Clarkson. The  wonnded  inelude ecight
strikers, s#ix Pinkerton and Thiele  men
and seven guards ot the stockade,  Thos,
Preston, forwerly o lientenant of police
in Chiengo, was killed by the wmilitin, He
wite on guard nt the stoekude and fuiled
to respond to un order to halt,

The arrival of Battery I from Pana at
midoight Weilnesdoy was the signnl for
pewee in Virden, The tumult of the strects
had not subsided before that time and
thrents of blowing up the stockade with
dynamite were freely made by the more
hot-headed of the miners, When the troops
arrived a skirraish llue waos thrown out at
oace by Capt. Craig and the streets elear-
wl,  Beventy-five men were found in the
strikers' hall and made to come down to
the street amd hold up their handg  They
were seurehed and all weapons tnken from
them.

DANGER IN FRANCE.

Jules Meline Uttera Ferions Warning
Aguinet Agitation and Unrest,

Jules Meline, prender of the French
ministry preceding the present Govern
ment of M, Drisson and who presided at n
banguet of the Association of Railway
Employes at Eplunl, France, ottered a
serious warning ugninst the ngitation and
mnrest in Franee, elass  troubles  and
strikes.  Weferring to the “divided state
of society, the violenee of polemics and
the sectarinn spirit displayed in polities,”
he snid it was jmpossible to see France
thus torn by foctions anid devoured by po-
litieul passions, while daily the prineiple
of anthority wus sndermiined, the anny
wis wenkensl, and the institutions upon
which rested the #eenrity of the natlon
were shaken, without thinking of *‘that
opening in the Vosges through which an
invalding army could poss,'" or  without
thinking of “some unforeseen temptation
Leing offered to the foreigner.” The ad-
versaries of Prance, however, had no need
to declare war, snid M. Meline.  They
were content to wait the exbaustion of
Frunce,

WKINLEY AT OMAHA.

PRESIDENT IS WELCOMED WITH
ENTHUSIASM.

Mr. McKivley nand Party Arrive in
the Exposition City and Arc Greeted
by an Enormons Crowd—The Trip
Through Weatern Statcs,

Two hnndrsd thonsand eitizens of the
trunsmissonri region weleomed resident
MeKinley to the Omaha peace jubilec.
The enthusinsm of the greeting naa wor-
thy of the grent West nnd the President
of the republic, Peesident MeKinley was
profoumdiy impressed with the magnitnd:
of the dermonstration,  ITe said s muaeh in
words nnd more in netions, for he made no
effort to vonceal his pleasure. From the
time the specinl bosring the distinguishoid
guest passen into the eity antil the Presl-
dept entered his quarters for repose an
hour luter he received a contimml ovatlon,
His route was through an ocenn of humnn
faces And the vast throng stretehed ont
into the side sireets as far as the eoy»
could sve,

All tdeas of confning the delighted peg-
ple to the eurbstones was nbandoned he-
tore the presidential party entered, and
o8 it proceedmd through the streots in ve-
hicles the accluimiug multitude touchel
the very wheels of the carrioges and good-
naturedly elbowed fur room in which to
raise und wave flnes and other emblems
of & nutionnl nature,

It was o few minutes past 9 o'clock
when the headlicht of the presidential spe-
cinl glistened ot the great bridge separat-
ing Nebraska and Towa. The thousands
surrannding the station greeied the ap-
penrnnee of the loeomative with shouts
proloneed, The steam whistlen and bells
of the elty took up the aeclnim nnd for o
few minutes the whole city resonnded
with 0 perfect nwdloy of  discordart
sonnila.  IPsexidlent MeKinley was ready
to alight #moest us the tein enme to a
halt, nud In fore the phtoon of police conld
press back the crowd which elosed around
the presidentinl specinl,  The members of
the reception committee bonrded the train
in Couneil Buffs and to them the DPresi-
dent remarked npon the casze of the jour-
wey, adding: “Such 1 weleome would
make any one forget the fatigue of a
thousand such journers,"”

Fecond Traln Arrives,

Searcely bad greetisgs been exchanged
when the army awd navy special arrived.
The two trains bad crossed the Stave
practieally as two sections, running the
lust 100 mlles almaost n sight of ench oth-
er. As the ocrupunti of the two tralus
mingled on the platform the reception
committee assignod the visltors to enr-
riages, anil the procession moved townrd
the center of the vity. DPreshlent MeIin-
ley, Mayor Prank 3. Moores of Omala
and President Wattles of the expositien
occupil the front carringes, and othes
spread out for a distance of several hun-
dred vards, King Ak-Sar-Tien and 500
of his knirhts, conposing the seeret enter-
talnment organization of Omuahn, neted ns
esvorts to the President, They formed a
cavulende that ndded wwueh to the beaury
of the procession, The Ak-Sar-Ben
knights formed into platoons as outriders,
escorting each carviuge in fours,

Thus the procession passed north on
Tenth sireet to Furnam and west on Foar-
nam to the city hall, where the distin-
gulshed guests alightud to witness the fes-
tivitics of the eveniog, Every turn of the
wheels gave the F'resident new surprisvs
0a to the magnitnde and enthusiasm of
(Omahn's pence juvilee erowd, The caval-
cnde only tried to keep the jubilant crowds
back six foet from the earriages of the
chief executive and his party, but even
this was futile, and the vehicles were im-
peded in their progress by the weight of
human Lodics. "When the army chiefs’
vehiele passed the shouts and wild ac-
elnim of the erowil was searcely less than
that with which the DPresident was greet-
cd.

CROWDS ALONG THE WAY,
Ovatlon Glven the President by Pei-
ple of Illinole and Iowa,

Wherever the presidential train stopped
in Minois and Iowa the demonstrations
were enthusinstie beyood precedent. At
the stntions through which the trains
rushed at full speed the enthuslasm was
not less evident, but the people were cor-
pelled to content ~hemselves with o cheer
ol were rewardel by & wave of the hand,

The presidential train arrived in Chl-
cagn ahout 7 o'clock in the marning over
the Penusylvania road and wns swung
around to the Clueago and Northwestern
by the belt line. ‘The englue which pulled
the preshilentinl tmin out of Chicago was
one of the most powerful ever wade, and
wis bedecked with flags and buntiog uo-
til it lookad like a triumphaol ear,

The Dresldent's journey through Illi-
nois und Towa was n continuous ovaticn.
The first stop was made ot Dekall, and
here the President spoke a few wonls in
respouse to the crowd's enthusinetie wel-
come, At Clinton, Inwa, a great crowd
wns nt the station when Prosident Me-
Kinley's train rolled [n. Sountor Allison
jomxl the prosidential party lere. The
'resident appeared on the rear platform
and was received with tremendons cheers.
The President left the troin for the first
time nt Cedur Raplds, A platform elab-
orately decornted stood wmear the track,
and from here Mr. MeKinley delivered an
adilress which brought cheers from 10,000
lusty throats,

SAMPSON GETS THE CREDIT,

Battle of Santlago Won Upon Plans
Prepared by Him,

Admiml Smpson has heen officially yriv-
en the credit for destroying the Spanish
fleer nnder Admiral Cervera off Santiago
July 8, This was done in the report of
the eommissicn of naval officera appointed
to settle the merits of the Sampson-Sehiey
controversy.

time during the battle was within a il
