GUNS USED BY SOLDIERS

Deacription of the Krag-Jorgeosen
and the Lee Rifles.

Sluce 1890 the regulation rifie of the
United States army, supplanting the
former weapon, the Bpriogfield rifle,
has been the Krag-Jorgeusen magazine
rifle. It was adopted upon the recom-
wendatlon of & board composcd of
Lieut.-Cols. R. H. 1iull and J. P’. Far-
ley, Maj. H. . Freeman and Captaing
8. E. Blomn and George 8. Anderson.
The result of one of the tesis in compe-
titlon with other weapons follows:

FFor accurate alm the Lee showedl 49
shots in two minutes, the Krag-Jorgun-
sen 82, the Spriogfield No. 1 36, and the
Springfield No. 2 85. In the firing at
will for one minute the results were as
follows: Lee 28, Krag-Jorgensen 25,
Springfield No, 1 24, and Spriogtield No,
2 17 shots.

Upon the results of the tests, approv-
ed by Gen, Schofleld, the geueral com-
manding the army, the Krag-Jorgensen
waa adopted. It has o magazine cham-
ber for five cartridges, which can be
dropped by the simple pull of a bolt.
It is possible to load sinzle cartrldges,
and fire one after another, reserving
those in the magazine for time of newml,
when the five shots can be fired without
pauslug to reload, The cartridges are
of an alloy of tin and lead In a steel
case. In passing through fiesh and
bone, or any solid subztance, they make
only a small wound, but in semi-fluld
matter they explode, so that a man
shot in the intestines or brain is prac-
tically blown to pieces. The reasoun for
thls property of the bullets has never
ben satisfactorily explained.

The gun the marines are armed with
I8 tke Lee rifie, a magnzine gun, with a
caliber of 0.286 inches. Its range for
polut-blank firing Is between GO0 and
700 yards. Bmokeless powder 18 used
with it, and a hardened lead bullet,
which has n copper jacket plated with
tin. The gun has n magnzine for tive
cartridges, which are put in at once,
belog fastencd together with a metal
clip. The gun can be used for fring
and reloading after ench shot, or the
fve shots can be fired In quick sucees-
slon, and the gun reloaded with five
more while it s at the shoulder. The
shlef advantage clalmed for it is that
the rartridge chamber can be opened
by & straight pull and without turning
up the gun. The gun without the bayo-
pet Is almost four feet long, and weighs
elght pounds and six ounces. The bayo-
pet ndds about elght Inches to the
length and a pound to the welght. The

and 180 rounds welgh elght pounds six
ounces,

The Mauser rifle, which the Spanish
troops are maloly armed with, s of
much the same conktruction as the Lee,
Lt it Is declared that its effective range
15 a Hitle greater. It has the cartrhdge
inserted 1o elips of five nod single ones
cannot be used. The Mauser has an
sup-turn””’ and “back-pull” for reload-
ing the cartridge chamber.—New York
Tribune,
