most Place in the Intereating Record
—Conclse Story of That Victorious
Conflict—1nternational and Internal
Dissensions Among European Coun-
tries—Disaster and Death at Tlome
and Abroad,

To him who Is conerrned with history
in the making there very rarely comes a
year more heavily Inden with important
events than the rear 1898, It has seen
every state in Eunrope, except peacefu!
Scapdinavia and the Dnteh communities,
fuce to face with either war ar internal
dissolution—some of them within mens-
urable distance of both. Yet the grentest
effects bave not been in FEuarope; 1808 has
seen the United States forced, not by any

of power, but by its humaniturian
idesls, to take its part in European rela-
tions. A brief bnt glorions armed contlict
with Spain has been begun, prosecuted to
its enil and settled by a treaty of peace
npon which the ink is gearcely dry. The
inception of great political changes has
een witnessed in China: two European
rulers have come to their death; several
men and women prominent in stateeraft,
military affairs, reform, literature and
music, have passed awayx: the year has
been marked by sowe terrible marine dis-
asters, causing great loss of life: and fire,
flood and storm have numbered their vie-
time by scores and cansed extensive loss
of property.

The war between the United States nnd
Spain was the foremost event or series of
events in the year's history. It was the
sixth war waged by the Awerican people
against foreigners, was declnred April 25,
1588, and continned nntil Ang. 12, ahont
funr months, The United States employ-
ed over 200 warships, of all classes, and
20,000 regulars anid volunteers, nearly
200,000 of whom, however, dil not see
active service agninst the Spaniards, The
TUnited States forces won all the battles
of the war: the most notahle engagements
being Admiral Dewos's destenetion of
the Npanish Eastern fleet at Manila bay,
Admiral S8ampson's destruction of the
Spanish Cape de Verde squadron at San-
tiago, and Gen. Shafter’s capture of San-
tiago. The American naval forees lost
not a ves=el, and but 17 killed and G7
wounded; but the army lost 210 killed and
1,437 wonnded. The Spanish navy lost
85 warships valued at $30.500,000, more
than 1,000 sailors in killed nlone; anid the
army lost nearly 3.000 in killed, besides
wonnded. Spain was obliged to relin-
qunish Cuba &nd to code all its remaining
West Indian possessions to the United
States: also the island of Guam, one of
the Ladrones, and lost sovercignty over
practically all the Philippines. The Unit-
ed Biates expended about 300,000,000 in
prosecuting the war. Spain was com-
pletely bankrupted,

FAMOUS WAR INDEMNITIES.

Cash Tribnte Lald Upon Defeated
Nations by Conguerors. .

The practice of exacting money from
& conquered foe Is, In Its present form,
somewhat modern. In anclent timesd
the victor despotled the enemy he had
overcome, sacked citles, and took what-
over of value he could carry away. Now
he respects private property, but be
makeg the conguered nation pay the
wicle cost of the war, says Tid-Bits.
in elther case the practice is analogons
to that of civil courts, which assess
costs upon the defeated party.

The four greatest wars of the last
thirty-five years have all been followed
by exactions of this kind. After Prus-
sla defeated Austrin In the “seven

her adversary twenty million thalers,
or about three million pounds sterling,
a modest sum as Indemnities go. Bhe
made similar exactions also from tha
States which allled themsalves wm{
Austrda. This was In addition to ter<
ritorlal concessions,

Five years later France was defeated
by Prussia, and besides being com-
pelled to give the provincea of Alsace
end Lorraine, waa forced to pay her
viotorious enemy the enormous sum of
two hundred milHon sterling. Pay-
ment was to be extended over four
years, and German garrisons were to
be retained in France until the whole
was paid; but the splendid patriotism
of the French people enabled the Gov-
erument to anticipate the payments
and the last German soldfer left France
In July, 1873, F .

Again, Russia, after defeating Ture
key in 1878, claimed, In addition to ter-
ritorial concesslon, a money {ndemnity
of three hundred million roubles, A
considerable part of this amount Tur-
key still owes to Russia. In Mke man-
ner, Japan, following the example of
European nations, exacted from Ohina
In 1895 a war indemnity of more than
one hundred mHlon dollars, and mil-
llons more for surrendering her clalm
on the Lisotung Peninsula. This was
in addition to ibe cession of the Island
of Formosa. Such exactions from a de-
feated natlon, whose resources are al-
ready nearly exhausted by the strain of
war, seem severe; but i it is desirahle
that litigation be made not too easy
and inexpensive to those who have a
disposition to induilge In it, it Is vastly
more |mportant that nations be de-
terred from cntering wupon war on
slight provocation.

DOGS AS SHEEP HERDERS, |

"In New Zealand the Animals Ave Ime
valuable Alde on the Ranches.

New Zealand Is a country that relies
largely upon the labor of dogs as op-
posed to the toll of men, A man with
several dogs, tralned one and all to a
proper piteh, can cope with the dutles
of & large number of men without doge
in any work that s purely pastoral
Last year sheep dogs were an lmport-
ant factor in the care of 16,000,000
sheep, which produced 80,000,000
pounde of wool, The (ogs are almost
a3 great a sight as the sheep on the
four annual events of mustering, named
respectively shearing muster (Novem:.
ber), stragglers’ muster (February),
wenning muster (March), antumn mus-
ter (May). The muster of every sheep

,on the run Is Imperative, and those are

rare exceptions where less than four
musters are deemed sufficlent.

A muster is arranged on recognized
Hnes. As nenrly as possible the men
work {n line, within sight of each oth.
er. The top man drives the sheep grads
ually down ro the man below hlm, whe
passes them on til thep reach the man
working the flats. There I8 no preciss
rile, as cach man can keep his mob
of sheep till the beat Is mustered, All
thiz time the dogs have been working
fn every conrse on the beat, not eu
masse. bhut each In his own sphere, as,
the shepherd commands.  Should be
have half a dozen dogs ther would
comprise two “heading” or “leading
dogs, two “driving” or “huntaways*
and two “handy” dogs. The “bandy™
dog 1 n dog able to turn Its attention
with equal exactoess to anything,
There Is little erdng: once lLils educa
tlon Is accomplished hls owper can de
pend upon him In any crigis.  The dog
useN in this colony on sheep farms are
seleeted from Scots and German collleq
and the Smithfleld sheep dog and vary
as much In slze and class ns they do fn
nrice. A dog fitted for the capabliities
of n small farm could be purchased for
1 sovereign, while men who are in rest
denee on back country stations of 200,
000 acres repeatedly pay from £10 tof1d
for thelr fancy.—New York Matl and
Express, :
