HOTEL GUESTS IN PERIL

Earty Morning Fire in Sherwood Houso at
Cinchnnatl.

The Sherwood House, on the east side
of Walant, above Bixth street, Cincinnati,
took fire, probably from an overheated
furnace, early the other morning and in a
very brief time the house was so filled
with smoke as to endanger the liven of
the sixty or more sleeping gnests. Many
of the gueats were members of theatrical
companies. Very soon the upper corrillora
were filled with shricking, hysterical wom-
ca in night robes. The male guests had
difBcnlty In restrnining the women from
jumpinz from the windows. The fire'nen
were actlve In carrying out the wownen
and most of them were rescned by the
stairway, but several were taken down
by the ladders and by the fire cacapes.

MAD STAMPEDE AT DAWSON CITY.

Tales of New Discoveries Causs Wild Ex-
citement—-Sickness and Poverty.

Advices from Dawson are at hand by
steamer Alki. During a single week there
were three big stampedes out of Dawson.
Threc men came in and reparted that they
had taken out $20,000 from one of the
Klondike tributaries near the headwaters.
They would give no further details, but
the maddest rush in the history of the
camp followed. It was generally believed
that the newly discovered creck was 130
miles op the Klondike, sad for this place
the wild crowd made with all haste. About
800 men participated In the other stam-
pedes. One was to German creek, a
branch of Twelve-Mile river, where a
good discovery has been made. The nom-
ber of sick is said to be increasing and
the six hospitals are full. The mounted
police have donated for the help of the
poor some $80,000 in cash from their
treasury. One minister told his congre-
gation on the Sunday before this party
lett that he knew of six dead men within
sight of the church.

AMERICANS HELD IN SLAVERY.

Cltizens of United States Compelled Eo
Work In Russian Mines.

Ex-Assemblyman J. M. Bnssford and
his brothers of Suisun, Cal., are inclined
to believe the story that their brother,
Frank Bassford, is restrained of his lib-
erty on the peninsula of Kamchathka, ns
told by Sailor Morris, who returned from
Manila two weeks ago. Morris says there
are several Americans illegally and cro-
elly detained as prisoners by the Russian
authorities. When at Yokohama he was
informed by Barney Fox, n scal hunter
of unguestionable veracity, thst there
were to his knowledge eighteen Americans
held on the peninsnla named, and that
they were forced to work in the salt mines
there. It is thought that the efforts now
being made throngh Government officials
regarding Bassford will do much to re-
move the curtain covering the inhuman
treatment of American scal hunters and
others in northern waters.

The Outlook Is Promising.

The state of trade is thns viewed by
Bradstreet's: “The continued strength of
staple vnlues, accentuated this weck by
further advances in iron and steel and
other metals, in cotton at the South and
in lumber at some Western points, has
undoubredly added to the confidence with
which the outlook for the ensuing year
is regarded. That this confidence has a
fair business in fact will be gathered from
the reports received from the iron and
cotton goods trades, the firmness in cot-
ton goods being of considerable interest
in vlew of the depression ruling through-
out the larger part of last year. The iron
trade situntion remains, as for some time
past, & feature of absorbing interest.
Large as the production of pig iron is,
eager buyers are found apparently for cv-
ery ton offered. A strong side light upon
the strength of Iron and steel the world
over is offered by the statement that iron
In Glasgow this week reached the highest
price noted for ten years past. Little
change is reportable in the market for
cereals. There is a perceptible improve-
ment in the demand for dry goods, partic-
ularly cotton fabrics, at New York and
Boston, where late pdvances are firmly
beld. There is also more doing in dress
woolens at those markets. The lumber
trade at most markets is in a satisfac-
tory condition. The strength of prices is
unimpaired, and advances in white pine
ere reported from the West, while ia hard-
woods values and confidence are alike
unchanged. Wheat, including floar, ship-
ments for the week aggregate 5,198,671
bushels, against 5,647,071 bushels last
week. Corn exports for the week aggre-
gate 2,028,191 bushels, against 8,297,072
bushels last week.”

Besldey,
the Rritlsh system of ship profection
conslsted for the most part of prohibl-
tlons, as already shown. Several of
thege It was not expected they would
give up, nor did they. We had no pro-
hibitions, but were to glve up all onr
system; the British only part of theirs.

We have had bistorians whose ac-
count of our submission to fate vells
the truth, The experfcnee of twenty-
six years had proved that our discrim-
inative dutles were highly protective,
much more than offserting those of oth-
er natlons; and especinlly effective In
securing to our vessels cargoes In for-
eign ports for carrlage homeward. On
this security of empioyment abroad
rested the whole advantage of our ship
Protection. This it was that Grent
Rritaln wanted removed. Only the pro-
hibitlons of forelgn natlons obstructed
our navigalion. These the act of 1815
did not toveh., The only gain from the
convention of July 3, 1515, at Loudon,
was (he continuance of the peace pro-
vided for by the treaty of Dee, 24, 1814,
at Ghent. That {a tosay, our ship I'ro-
tectlon as againgt the Britlsh was cast
away AR the price of pacification. The
“oonvention” of 1813 provided as fol-
lows;

Arficle . Freedom of commerce amld
navigntion, as (o “the tereitories ol the
Tnited States of Amerien, and all the
territoried of his Britnnnie majesty in Eu-
rope,” but not clsewhere.

Artiele IT, No discriminating duties on
imports, exports or vessels: vquality of
duties nnd drawbacks, and reciproeity in
freighting: but intercourse with the West
Indies unsettled; probibition in foree
there,

Article TIT, Awmerienn vessels to he pd-
mitted **at the principal settlements of
the British dominions in the Enst Indies,”
but eargoos must be carried to the United
Btates—not eolsowhere—and in time of
war prohibited articles oot to be carrled

and power, to resume our rvight and
perform our duty. It Is o remark of
Jefferson that, “All experlence hath
shown that mankind are more disposed
to =nffer while evils are sufferable, than
to right themselves by abolishing the
formas to which they are acenstomed,”
This is all there Is In the talk ahout
“troaty’” hiadrance to the proper pro-
toctlon of Amerlcan shipping.

Rise in Farm Landas,

Tihose Northwestern Towa farmers
who nre refusing $45 an aere spot cash
for their lande haove not apparently
caught on to the great depreclation of
property that the political doctors tell
us about. The tenant farmers who are
anxious to rent lawd at rates that pay
an adequate remuneration on these
high values are evidently losensible to
1he faet that producers no longer have
a clutnee In the Innd owling to the In-
fquitous inlustrial and commerecial rys-
tem under which the people are suffer-

ng.

These thimgs nre happenlng every
dax in this reglon. Lands here are rel-
atlvely cheaper than they are further
caxt,  The upwarl movement, whose
progress was checked by the lnte panie
and depression has been resumed and
will go on untll a fair level I8 reached.
Men are gocklog the lands for lnvest-
ment. Tenants are after them for oe-
enpaneyx. The result Is o stewly appre-
ciailon which gives the lie to the lugu
hrious walllngs of the dolorous deetars,
The towne are taking the cue from the
genern] agricultural prosperity and en-
hanelng values and improvements are
the order of the duy. There Is o (nes-
tian that the outlank I8 bright for the
farmers o' the country, as well as for
all other cingaer, and In this part of the
country the feeling and all the develop-
meuts of 1 he situntion arn especially en-
couraglng —Sloux City Journal.

NEW QUADRUPED DISCOVERED!

Tough-fAkinned Animal Resemblingam
Ant-Eater Fonnd Iin Potagonla.

To these Jatter days, when peopie are
ponstantly bearing of the threateped
sxtinetion of varlous tribes of animals,
the news of the dlscovery of an entlrely
new specles of gquadruped 1s startling.
The fact of the existence of a hitbherto
anknown animal has been brougbt to
light lyy Dr. I"lorentine Ameghing, who
tor some time pAst haa had reports of a
mys&terfous ereature of nociurnal hablis
brought to him hy several Indiaps, and
a few years ago the late Ramon Lists,
while hunting fn the irterior of Santa
Croz, was startied by the appcarvance
of a strange animal, which he described
to Dr. Ameghine “as a pangolin witbout
seales, and covered with reddish halr.”
Lista shot at the ereature, bhut It was
apparently bullet proof, for it disap-
peared into the brushwood, and ak-
though Instant search was made no
trace of the animnl was to be found.

As no further ‘evidence was to be
founid, Dr. Ameghlno vas lnclined to
think that the naturalist had been de-
ceived; but he has just received a skin
from South Paragonia which proves
that Lista was correct In his statement.
Ou examination the ossicles which were
embedded in the skin, “like paving
stones In a sireet,” proved (hat the ani-
mal evidently belonged to the pango-
lins or scaled ant-eaters. familiar to
naturalists, but instead of being scaly
it is covered with coarse, reddish gray
balr, while the skin [tself, which Is two
centimeters thick, 18 so remarkably
tough that It can only be cut with a
hatchet. This explains why the bullet
had no effect upon it.—Londpn Malil.
