The honsewives gather red clay and
beil it. In the thick broth of clay her
throw chopped acorns until the water
s all absorbed and there remains a
dense black mass, which they get to
rize, and afterward lay In flat pieces to
dry. When dry it is ready (o gerve at
table.

Bread thus prepared is usually abun-
dant, except in years when acoros are
searce. Then the plgs compete with
the people; a cempetition all the more
dangerous becamse the piga-glutions
that they arc--eat the acorns but not
the clay.

It is small wondér thal there were
Vread riots in ltaly, and It will be a
big wonder if there will not be a reve-
lutlon there some day that will change
present conditions and restore to the
people their own.

Queer Town in Engiand.

The most curlous town ln England is
Xorthwich. There Is not a straight
slrect, nor, in fact, a gtraight house, In
the place; every part of it has the ap-
pearance of having recently suffered
from the visitatious of an earthgquake.
Northwich, as evervone khows, Is the
center of the salt industry, On nearly
all sides of the town are big salt works,
with their engines pumping bundreds
of thousands of gallons of brine every
week. At a depth of some 200 or 300
feet are immense subterranean lakes of
brine, and as the contents of these are
pomped and pumped away, the upper
crust of carth Is correspondingly weak-
ened, and the result is an oceaslonal
subsidence. These subsidences have a
“pulling” effect on the nearest bulld.
ings, which are drawn all ways, giving
the town an upside down appearance.
