A national anti-trust league has been
tormed in 8t. Louls. [t proposes to fight
the trosts by boycotting trust made goods
and inducing consumers to use only those
manufactored articles made by indepen-
dent concerns. The league claims a city
membership of 15,000 and & country mem-
bership of 35.000. President Thompson
says that the plan is to pay every member
& eertain per cent discount if he trades
in those goods which are pot manufactur-
ed by the trusts. Coupons will be issued
to merchants who deal in such goods. The
parchaser is to be given a coupon with
each article bought and these will be re-
deemed at headquarters at a certain per
cent off. The object Is to make it an or-
mnization, without rost, for the protecrion
of the parchaser and the independent mer-
chant and mannfacturer. In that manner
it is hoped to create a demand for aunti-
trust goods and kill the great trade com-

A S o'cluek Seeretary Hoy sttached
liis siguature to the NSpanish eopy of the
irenty and M. Cambon bis to the copy for
Jhe United States,  The otfielal seals were
attixed nt 3:35 o'clock, completing the ver-
sueny. The Presideut’s proclpination an-
monneing the exclinnge of ratificntions,
amitting the text of the treaty, which is
juoted in fall, is as follows:
