MUSKEGON ASSASSIN AVENGEY
AN ALLEGED GRIEVANCE,

Juwes Bulbirnla Bluln by a Disap
polnted Officesceker, Who Immed-
futely Afterward Takea MlaOwn Life
~Deadly Work of Hullet and l'oison,

John W. Tayer, former dircetor of the
sity poor, assassinated Mayor Jumes Bul-
liirnie  of  Muskegon, Mich, at woon
Thursday and then Kkilled bimself. In
srder tu ke sure of death he swullowed
A gnantity of carbolic weid ond then shot
oimnsell,

The shoting took pluce oo the main
tisiness street of the city, direetly in
frant of Mavor Ballirnle's furniture
store aud  nndertaking  establishineut,
The Mayvor had just descembed from his
Wving room aver the store and was about
lo uptie bis horse, standing  wear  the
walk, when be was aecosted by Toyer,
who suid be wished 1o speak wille hime,
Phe Mayor therespon turned and seated
2imsell in o chair in front of the store.
A mnil eaerive approached aml kanded
the Mayor a letter, and while the currier
was sl present Tayer shot Mre, Hal-
tirnie, the Lall entering bis left breast.

The c.urdvrer then stepped  into the
doorway of the store, swolloweld a gqian-
tity of carbolie aeid, which he took from
A viul In bis pocket, and then shot him-
self in almost plenticully the same place
that the Mayoer had been shot. The May-
or stuggered to Lis feet and ran upstnirs
to his residevce above the store.  William
Buruett, a blacksmith, who has his shop
neross the streot, was o wilness to e
shooting.  Tle ran after the Muyor aml
reehd the top of the stairs just ns Mr.
Baibirnie el Lo fifteen minntes, nlmost
before aid eould be summoned, the Mayor
was dend.  Arter ‘Uaver shot himselt be
sunk to the walk, snd later was removed
tu the eity hall, where he died shortly be-
fore 1 o'clock.

The motive for tue eriwe is supposed 1o
have been morbid despondency. Tayer
had been city pourmaster, lle was re-
moved last spring by Mayor Balbirnle.
Tayer asked the Mayor for the position
of city sexton, and this war refused him.
The Mayor's wetion embittered Tayer, but
there was wo suspivion that he had been
arvused to & munlerons state of mind.

LOST IN SHIPWRECK.

Steamer Margarct Olwlll Goes Down
in Luke Erle,

In a nartheast gale the steamer Maoe-
garet Olwill, Inden with stone from Kel-
ley's Islapd to Cleveland, foundered in
Luke Frie off Lorain, Ohio, Nise per-
sons were drowned, TFour members of
the crew lutve been picked up by passiug
steamers aml teken into Qleveland,
~From the reports of the survivors the
MMwill’s earge of stone shifted whils the
vessel was laborlug in the troogh of the
s Shortly betore it wentl down the rud-
der chaivs parted, allowing it o fall off
into the trough, As the helpless eraft
rode on top of a heavy sea the stone slid
to leeward, the steamer listed beavily,
aud sank to the botom. The rescued mem-
bers of the crew were found fluating on
the surfnee of Lake Erie, clingivg to bits
of wreekege, Thelr rescue was altended
by exhibitions of grent hervism, for a
heavy feat wis still running whee they
were picked uap.

The Olwill lies In fifty feet of water,
eight miles off Lorain. It belonged to L.
I*, aod J. A. Bmith of Cleveland sud had
been carrying stone from the quarries ut
IKelley's Islund to Cleveland for  the
breakwater now being built, The Olwill
wag luunched in 1887 and was 175 feet
long vud 34 feet beam. It messured 554
gross tons,

NO LIMIT TO ARMY.
