IN ALABAMA AND GEORGIA.

To those who remember the civil war it
seems but a year and a day since the glad
home returning of the bows after the tighting
was over, yet this spring of 1500 brings the
quarter century anniversary of the closing
events of that great war.

Upton rode out on the Belma road, Alex-
ander’s brigade leading.

| tacked by Winslow's brignde and again rout-
| ed, fifty of them being captured.

The Union main column now pushed on

! Confederate division. Chalmers at Union
| was ordered to join Forrest, while Jackson,
at Trion, was also endeavoring to join For-
| rest. Gen. Croxton had captured a Confed-
| erate courier near Trion with dispatches,
I which he at once sent to Wilson, revealing
the Confederate plans.
Wilson {mmediately sent MeCook to join
{ Croxton and hold back Jackson. Then he
ordered Upton and Long te push Forrest vig-
orously towards Sslma. Near Ebenezer
Church, April 1, Forrest's forces were en-
countered in battle line. Union authorities
say Forrest had 5,000 men; in the *Cam-
paigns of Gen. N. B. Forrest,” the number is
put at 1,500, After an hour’s hot fighting,
Forrest was routed. His men broke ranks
and fled. They were pursued till dark. Three
guns and 200 prisoners were captured by
Wilson’s men.  This fight is called the battle
of Ebenezer Church.

SELMA.

At daylight, April 2, the Union troops re-
sumed the marcn to Selma. At a crossroads
six miles fro:m Selma Col. Minty’s brigads of.
Long’s command took a short route over
the Summerville road, aud at 3 {n the after-
noon, April 2 arrived in front of the Con-
federate works at Selma.  Upton’s command
went by the Range Line and Burnsville roads.
Selma was formidably defended. An abatis
extended in front for 400 yards; after that
came a network of timber and wooden
spikes, interwoven with wires. The whola
gpace was planted thickly with torpedoes. In
the rear was a line of stockade five feet high,
with & ditch and earthworks. On the north
of the city were the fortifications. On tha
south was the Alabama river. The east side

was protected almost impenctrable

WILSON'S RAID,

Gen. Wilson had obtained an accurate
knowledge of the fortifications. By 4 o'clock
he was ready to take Selma by assault, Min-
ty's brigade, dismounted, bad formed in line
balf a niile from the works on the Bummer-
ville road. The skirmish line opened a strong
fire. Under cover of this the pioneer corps,
with axes, rushed forward and succeeded in
making a breach in the stockade, which was
quickly captured.

Wilson himself then went forward with
Long to the skirmish line and ordered the as-
ault, This was one of the most brilliant of.
the minor exploits in our war history Long's
command, dinty in the advance, galnad the
stockade, The ditch before them was b feet
deep and 15 feet wide. Beyond that was the
parapet of earth 6 to 8 feet high.  Without
an instant of wavering, Long’s troops crossed
the ditch and climbed the parapet, At the
Wp was Armstrong’s brigade, 1,400 strong,
the flower of Forrest's command.

Full of that spirit of success which nothing
can check, Long’s men poured over the works;
Armstrong’s brigade fled before them., The
{ Union troops had made the charge success-
| fully under fire of sixteen field guns. The as-
| sault was made by 1,550 men, Gen, Long

himself led 1%, at the head of his brigade com-
{ manders. Gen, Long was saverely wounded,

80 were Cols. Miller, McCormick and Briggs,
while Col. Dobbs was killed,

But meantime what was that sound of tu-
mult and fighting in the rear, where the
Third Ohio had been left to guard the horsest
Chalmers had come up with his command,
and endeavored to force his way into the be-
leaguered city, He had attacked the Union
rear guard vigorously. At the opening of
the assault the Confederates made an almost
successful sortie from the works, but were
driven back, They were striving 1o open the
way for Chalmers to come into the city.

Wilson had, however, been on the watch
for this very movement, A battery snd a

regiment were ordered quickly to the support
of the Third Ohio and Chalmers was driven
off.

Before the assanlt Gen. Upton had asked
and received permission to pentrate the
swamp and turn Forraest's rght.  The moye:
ment was successfully accomphshed, and Up-
ton’s men cutered the works, Numbers of
the Confederates made no attempt to escape,
but threw down their arms, crying: ‘‘Don’t
fire any more. Weare conscripts,  For God's
sake, Yanks, don’t buteher us all.”

‘“Thus Selma fell, and with it the last im:
portant arsenal of construction belonging to
the southern people remained 1n the possession
of Gen. Wilson, and the main purpose for
which that general had taken the field was
accomplished,” sayvs “The Campaigns of Gen.
N. B. Forrest.’ v

Wilson’s next point was Montgomery.
April 6 a message came from Forrest re-
questing an interview 0 agree on the ex-
change of prisoners. The interview took
place, but came to nothing. In the course of
it, however, Wilson learned that Croxton,
whom he had lost sight of, was at Bridge-
ville, forty miles southwest of Tuscaloosa,
and had had a fight there with Gen. Adams.

The Union troops built A pontoon bridge
870 feet long across the Alabama riverat Sel-
ma, and the command crossed on it April 10,
On the 12th the mayor of Montgomery surren-
dered the city to Col. La Grange, whose bri-
gade was the advance. The Confederate sol-
diers under Gen. Adams kad already taken
their leave, after burning 90,000 cotton bales,

Wilson had now more men and horses than
His force at the beginning
had been insufficiently mounted, but horses
enough had been captured to give one to
every man. Hundreds of able bodied negro
men, fleeing from slavery, bad joined the
command. Thess were immediately organ-
ized into regiments.

FORT TYLER

Montgzomery hiad been the first capital of
the southern Confederacy. Now it surrender-
ed meekly to a Union brigade commandsr.
Gen. Wilson burned here five steamboats,
several foundries and railway engines, and
left the city April 14.

The column separated.  Gen. Upton passed
through Mount Meigs to Columbus, Ga., on
the Chattabooches river, and assauited the
works at night with 400 dismounted men,
April 16. The place was captured with 1,200
prisoners, an arsenal, a largs number of shops
manufecturing Confederate arms and cloth-
ing, and 15,000 bales of cotton. In the Chat-
tahoochee river lay the Confederate ram
Jackson, carrying six T-inch guns. She was
destroyed. Fifteon locomotive engines and
200 cars were added to tha mass of ruin.

Col. La Grange had taken his command
along the railroad through Opelika to West
Point, He reached it April 16

At West Point was a fort named for Gen.
Tyler, who commanded the Confederats force
nere. Col. La Grange dismounted his cavalry
for a charge. A diteh surrounded Fort Tyler,
too deep to cross.  La Grange posted shurp-
shooters to pick off Confederates who should
show themselves over the works and then
built bridges over the ditch. When they
were finished the charga was sounded and the
dismounted cavalrymen dashed into the forts.
Gen. Tyler was killed after a desperate de-
fense of the fort. [La Grange destroyed
a large amount of stores and moved on
towards Macon. Wilson's raid destroyed the
last available rasources of tha Confederacy.

Wilson himself'arrived bafore Macon April
20. Thirteen miles from the city a flag of
truce met him from Gen. Howell Cobb, at
Macon, informing him of the armistice be-
tween Sherman and Johnston. But before
Wilson got the message Col. White, of his
command, had already talien possession of the
city.

Cobb claimed that the capture of Macon
during the arinistice was contrary to the
usages of war. Nevertheless, Wilson held
him and four other Confederate generals pris-
oners fill the news was confirmed. Croxton's
brigade joined Wilson at Macon. It had cap-
tured Tuscaloosa and marched 850 miles in
thirty days. It reached Macon May 1.

April 21 Wilson received from Sherman
official notificatiou of the armistice.
