IN CASE OF BEEACH OF PROMISE. 

Judge ( 'ahiU, of the supremo court of 
Michigan, iuis rendered a decision con­
cerning the breaking of the marriage 
contract which ia likely to be widely 
quoted l>y lawyers on account of its clear 
summing up of the points of the law. 

Judge Cahill says it is not the policy 
of courts to encourage unhappy mar­
riages. If a man or woman believes that 
n marriage engagement Into which hp or 
she lias entered is likely to lead to an un­
happy marriage, then it is the moral 
duty of tho person to break that engage­
ment At the same time the one break­
ing tho engagement is liable for dam­
ages.
