deduct for misbehavior.  In the event 
that a convi.  t  has a uit 'e orehihlreu de­
pendent upon him at the time of con­
viction his share of the profits goes to­
ward their support.  It  is also made the 
duty of the board toinst it  ut elan industrial 
labor system by whi-h the convicts 
shall  be employed in agricultural pur­
suits.  A rtnal provision makes it  nec­
essary for the board to pass upon all  ap­
plications for pardon before they are 
submitted to the • iovernor; !• -
