A Bold Attempt to Assassinate John

Tracy.

Last evening John T'racy, who lives
near the Juuction, attended the U. B.
prayer meeting at the court honse and
about 9 olclock he started home, having
eajoyed a feast of spiritual things, and
baing of a proper frame of mind for
transmission to fairer world on  high:

When he reached
Tracy he pulled:out a revolyer. and say-
ing something about ‘“revenge  being
sweet," he fired" three shots in rapid
succession at I'racy's breast. Then the
man turned and  disappeared down the
street. Iracy went on home and'a doc-
tor was suunmoned, when it was found
that two shots had' taken effect, one
having penetratedithe left lung, and
another the laft: shoulder. One of the
balls was extracted, and Lracy is suffer-
iing conside ully from his wounds.  He
has no idea as to who the man is who
attompted to assassinate him. as le
says he hie has had no trouble with any
person, and therefore he can see no
reason why an attempt should have been
made on his life.  There seems to be a
mystery: connected with the affaic which
will probably be cleared up before many
days.  The pistol was 50 close to I'racy,
that his coat was burned.
