GROYER DID IT.
HE OFFICIALLY. USED FORCE BILL
TACTICS TO RE-ELECT HIMSELF.

A Discovery Which Takes Away the Last
Issue of the Democracy—An Oflicial Or-
der by Cleveland for the Use of Force
Bill Methods to Re-elect Himselrn

{Special Correspondence.]

WASHINGTON, Oct. 3.—Another Dem-
ocratic idol has fallen. Another
Democratic ‘‘campaign issue” has been
destroyed. And this, too, by Mr. Cleve-
land himself.

The Democratic party has certainly
been unfortunate in its issues in this
campaign. Its tariff issue was destroyed
by a' member of its own party—Labor

Jommissioner Peck. Its wildeat cur-
rency issue was destroyed by members
of its own party innumerable, who de-
nounce it unsparingly.  And now its
last and only remaining issue, the force
bili, has been destroyed by Mr. Cleve-
land himself.

It came about in this way. Some
wretched person’ with a good memory,
who had'listened with amusement and
amazement to the plantive wails of the
Democricy about the force bill, suddenly
remembered that Mr. Cleveland, while
president and a candidate for re-elec-
tion, not only authorized, but absolutely
ordered for Liis own benefit, the enforce-
ment of the very force bill features of
the then existing law, about which Dem-
ocrats are now so much agitated.

This discovery has been the political
event of the week. It was as much of
a bombshell in the Democratic camp as
was the Peck report a few weeks ago.
It takes away the last leg the Democrats
had to stand on. The three issues upon
which they were making or attempting
to make their fight in this campaizn
were free trade, free banks, free frauds
at the polls. Curiously every one of
them has been knocked out, and that,
too, by Democrats. But the most dis-
tressing thing is that the distruction of
the last one of these issues left to the
party should have come about through
an official act of the party’s own candi-
date while he occupied the White House.
And' this he did with the purpose of re-
electing himself president of the United
States.

The facts are these, and they are Very:
interesting: The so called force bill
simply proposed to extend to small towns
and: country districts of the United
States the law which has been in force
for years through which United States
marshals and supervisors of elections,
enforce order and prevent fraud in any
city of 20,060 inhabitants or more in
elections for congressmen or other United
States officials. The recent discovery,
which has created such'a panic in Dem-
ocratic circles and' taken away the last
vestige of an ‘‘issue,” was the fact that
President Grover Cleveland, on the ap-
proach of the election of 18588, when he
was a candidate for re-election for the
presidency, issued  to Attorney General
‘Pan Electric? Garland, under date of
Oct. 5, 1888, the following order:

DEAR SR~ You are hiereby requested to take
general chargze and direction of the execution
of the statutes of-the United States touching
the appointments of supervisors of elections
and special deputy marshals, and the perform-
ance of their duties and their compensation,
80 far as these subjects are by the constitution
and laws under the supervisior and control
of the executive branch of the government.
Yours truly, Gurovinr CLEVELAND.

Immediately aftorward this letter was
sent by Attorney General Garland to
United States marshals:

Siit—-In pursuance of a letter of the 5th inst.
from the president, directing the attorney
general to take charge of the “appointment
of special deputy marshals, the performance
of their duties and their compensation, to-
gether with the compensation of supervisors,’
at the congressional election in November
next, your attention is directed to the pro-
visions of titles 24 and 26, chapter 7, title 70 of
the Revised Statutes.  Under sections 2,022
and 2,124 Revised Statutes you have power to
keep the peace, protect supervisors, preserve
order, prevent frauds and enforce thelaw ia
towne of 20,00 inhabitants and upward. You
should make vourself familiar with the stat-
utes referred to and gee that they are under-
stood by your deputies, who should be discreet
men, impressed with the lmportance of an
honest franchise.

The manner of discharging these duties by
yoursclf and your deputics 18 largely left to
your discretion.. In matters involving ques-
tions of law you are directed to consult the
attorney of the United States for your dis-
trict for needed information and advice, It is
assumed that the dutieés can be performed
without infringing upon the rights of any
citizen in a manner that shall be tirm, and at
the same time freée from any unnecessary fis-
play of authority. It {8 not expected that
supervisors and deputy marshals will receive
cot pensation for more than five days’ gervice,
and they slould be so {nformed. Within
this time all can be done, it is thought, that
ought to be. You need vigilant men, who are
conscientious workers, and no others.

It is thus shown from official records
that Mr. Cleveland, while president, or-
dered his subordinates to use, in the
election in which he was himself a can-
didate, the very laws to which his party
18 now: 8o strenuously objecting. The
80 called force bill, about which Demo-
crats are howling, was the very essence
of the act which Mr. Cleveland ordered
his subordinates to enforce for his won
re-election, This is all there is'to tho
force bili bugaboo. It was simply a pro-
posed law providing for an extension to
country districts, on the petition of citi-
zens, of the law already in force in the
cities of 20,000 inhabitants or more,

What did' the force bill really pro-
pose to do? It proposed to extend to the
country districts, where fraud is now a
matter of common occurrence, practic-
ally the same law which Mr. Cleve-
land'ordered enforced. It proposed to
make false registration or interference
with registration a crime; it made
keeping false poll lists a crime; it made
election bribes and ballot box stufting a
crime; it required ballot boxes to be
placed in plain sight of voters, and the
willful placing in' those boxes of illegal
ballots a crime; it made improper ma-
nipulation of ballot boxes or ballots a
crime.  And that i3 all. That is the
law which President Cleveland ordered
his subordinates to enforce to aid in his
own re-election, and it is the proposed
law 8o extended as to be available for
all of the people about which Mr. Cleve-
land's' supporters were howling until
they found' that one of the last official
acts of their candidate sustained all of

Hlectrio Flashes from Various Por-
tions of Indiana.

Chauges ot Relation Made.

TERRE HAUTE, Ind., Oct. 14.—At the
session of the Northwest Indiana Meth-
odist conference Thursday L.C. Buckles,
presiding elder of the Lafayette
district, and J. H. Wilson, presiding
elder of the Valparaiso district,
submitted  their reports, showing
that the churches o1 these two dis-
tricts are doing effective work and are
in a prosperous condition. C. W. Stock-
barger, \WW. N. Dunn, C. L. Harper, R.
M. Simmons, J. H. Worrall and Joseph
Dawson  were elected to  elder’s
orders.  E. M. Dunklebarger, S. .
Goss, C. D. Royse, J. B. Sites and A. ‘I
Briggs were advanced to deacons of
the second class. J. H. Carson, Samuel
Beck, and J. Henson were discontinued
at their own request.  The following
changes in relation were granted: Y.
P. Hargrave from eftctive to super-
numerary, Rev. Mr. Green from
supernumerary  to  effective, Sam-
uel Beck from effective to
supernumerary. Henry H.  Can-
non = was granted recognition  as
local elder. Mr. Reeder was appointed
agent of the World Wide missions. Dr.
Spencer addressed the confereunce on
the work of the Church Extension so-
ciety. During twenty-six years, up to
July 1, 1892, the board of church ex-
tension has received and distributed
nearly S4,490,000.

EFatally Shot.
Koxoyo, Ind., Oct. 14.—James Kelly,

a wood enameler of this city, was
probably fatally shot on a Luke Erie
special  train while returning from
the Peru barbecue. One  bullet
cut through his right hand
and the second entered his left
side. Surgeons have probed for the

ball, but without success, and his con-
dition is critical.  HiS assailant is un-
known. He marched through the car
carrying a revolverand shot at random.
It is said he left the train at Bennelt's
switch.

Witnesses of the affair say that Kel-
ly had a knife and cut his assailant in
the neck before the shot. A number
of others were injured on the train,
the principal being George Conwell;, a
contractor, who got a blow from a
rock thrown by a brakeman at
another person. Lawrence Strode
got into an altercation and came
away with a triple welt on his head
from a club.  One of this same crowd,
afterward hunting Strode, saw Ray
Lolley asleepon a seat and, taking
him for Strode, severely pummeled
him before discovering his mistake.
Tom Browning was also roughly han-
dled.

Horsewhipped by a Woman.
JEFFERSONVILLE, Ind., Oct. 14.—So-
ciety circles in and around Sylvan
Grove, a village located several miles
from this city, were shocked Chursday

morning by a cowhiding episode.  For
some time Miss Jesse ‘I'realer. a cul-

tured and prepossessing  1S8-year-old
miss, has been receiving through the
mails insulting anonymous letters.
The authority of these communications
was traced to Thomuas Broaddus, a
country masher and a man of excellent
family. Thursday morning Miss Trealer
armed herself with a horsewhip, and
under escort of her brother, Henry
Trealer, promenaded the road until
they spied young Broaddus cowming
from his residence. Henry drew his
revolver and forced the detention of
Broaddus, while Jessie applied thelash
until her strength was exhausted and
her wounded honor assuaged. The yells
of Broaddus as the dust arose from
his® elothing, awhile writhing under
the castigation, were so -loud that the
village schiool then in progress was
broken up, the crowd of children
thronging the hallway.

Death of Erank Watson.
Muxcre, Indi,  Oct. 14, —Thursday
mbroing  Frank  \Watson, a popular
young man, aged 25, died of quinsy.
The young man is the oldest son' of W.
. Watson, one of Delaware county's
wealthiest citizens.

INDraxArors, Ind., Oct. 14.—The
Ohio Falls Car Company of Jefterson-
ville has reorganized under the name
of the Ohio Falls Car Manufacturing
Company, with a capital of $1,800,000,
as against $500,000.
