^ e have reason to believe that the im­
mediate object of the French government 
is to establish a penal set tlement on I he is­
land; but coupled with the systematic ex­
tension of French inlluence over the Socie­
ty Islands, the Pomotou (Jroup, and the 
Mai quesais, this occurrence assumes a great 
importance in a political point of view, and 
is indicative ol well considered designs on 
the part of the French Emperor. We shall 
return to the subject more at length to-
won ow, but we cannot refrain from ex­
p r e s s i n g  o u r  d e e p  r e g r e t  t h a t ,  b y  t l i e  l a x i ­
ty of the li :i isii govcrumen!, notwithstand­
ing (he repeated and earnest representa­
tions which have been made, both from the 
go\ eminent, of the colony and from com-
manders of Her Majesty's vessels who have 
visited and explored the islands of the 
Western Pacific during the last few years, 
as to the immense importance of New Cal­
edonia in leference to the Australasian de­
pendencies, the opporlunity of colonizing 
that hne gioup has been lost.
