E. D. Mansfield, Esq., in an article up-
on the crops says of Indian Corn: If this
be a good season, Ohio will produce 80,-
000,000 of bushels. In 1855 it must have
produced, atlcast, seventy millions.

Thus
we see that, the actual yalue of the last
crop exceeded thirty-five millions of dol-
lers, in that State alone.
