The Torpedo Problem—\ Wonderful So-
lutlon—\ Torpedo Fleet

For some time past the naval de
partment has besn engaged in solviae |
the problem of a torpado boat, capa- i
ble of firing rapidly and with certain-
ty, uoder water, a torpedo of 100
pounds or more. This problem has |
reached a satisfuctory solution, and a
boat has been completed which is prov.
od by experiment to be faultless in ma-
chinery and arrangement.  On the 21
inst. Secretary Robeson, Vice Admiral
Porter, and Commodore Chase, chief
of the bareau of ordanance, weat to |
the navy yard at Washiagton to wit- |
ness the experiment with this new
eogine of destruction. After examin
iog the workings of the machinery
aud the manner of firine, ono of the
destructives was put in the frame, 10d
the party proceeded to the shore to
witness the result. A torpedo of only
30 pounds was first run out with rapid.-
ity and fired; bus tae result showed
that this small amount of powder,
even, ‘would have been sufficient to
destroy any ship, by lifting her out of
.lhe water and breaking her b 1k, even
if her bottom was not knocked out al
together. Mud and water were thrown
up together, and the concussion was
folt far up in the navy yard, the
grouad beiug shaken by the shock of
the powder against the bed of the
river.  The concussion felt on board
ths torpedo boat was not more than
that caused by a wave strikine a ves-
scl at sea. 3

Several torpedoes werc-fired from
the vess_el. the explosion of which the
Party witaessed on board, as they de.
