with two horses and a pung about
Christmas, upon a hunting and fishing
expedition in the wilderness near the
American line.  They
equipped with guns, traps, fishing-
tackle, and provisions, intending to
epend a month or two in that unin-
habitable region. The first two weeks
they had good luck and some fine
sport, capturing several otter, mink,
sable, etc., and making a good catch
of trout in the Lakes. Returning to
camp, one evening, one of the men
complained of a sore throat. Not
~much was thought of it by the rest of
the party, till toward the middle of
the night the man gave evidence of
extreme suffering, his throat being so
sore that he could not swallow. He
continued to grow worse during the
night, and when morning came was
quite insenrible. He had been at-
tacked by that most loathsome and fa-
tal disease, diptheria, which is alike
malignant and terrible in the city and
in the forest. Without medicine of
any description, and nerrly 50 miles
from any human inhabitant, they
could but anxiously await the crisis.
They had not long tolwait, for be
fore night set in the man was a corpse.
Before the first victim expired how-
ever, another of the party began to
complain of the same difficuity, and
on the second day died of strangula
tion, or from the filling up of the
throat, The threc survivors took the
two bodies out of the camp and cov-
ered them over with snow, for the
purpoge of preserving them till they
could carry them out of the forest.
Determined to break up.camp the next
day and-return with their dead com-
" rads, they were doomed to disappoint-
ment, in consequence of two of the
remaining three being prostrated by
the same terrible agent. The last two
survived about 48 hours, when they,
in turn, were carried out by the ouly
one remaining, to be buried in the
snow. Alone in the wilderness, 50

life history is yet very imperfectly
koown, but whose habits the dweller
in the tropical regions of West Africa
can not long remain ignoraut.

The driver ants vary in size from
three-quarters of an inch to one-third

of an inch in length, the soldiers be-

ing the largest. They are of a zlos-
sy, jet black color, with a lzrze head,
armed with exceedingly sharp branch-
ing forceps, or mandibles, with which
they seize and cut up their prey. They
do oot appear to have any fixed habi-
tations, as do the termites. but exea-
vate the earth from bene¢ath the roots
of trees, aud in the pgavity thus form-
ed, lay their ezzs .and rear their
young, and from which they issue in
incredible numbers (literally millions
of millions) to go upoun their raids.
The night is chosen for the forag-
ing expeditions. In the midst of so-
cial enjoyment the stirring anunouunce-
ment i3 made, “Here are the drivers!”
and instantly, as by an clectrie shock,
all are on the alert to escape a per-
sonal attack. Laaterns
torches are lighted, and a search made

takeo by the assailiants; and, il io
their usual numbers, the house is left
open to them entirely for hours.
And still more vowelcome at the hour
of midnight is the bleating of sheep
and cackling of hens, io the enclos
ure. ‘‘All hands” are awakened from
their slumber, and the whole yard
lighted; the animals are - released
from corfinement and left to take care
of themselves, and the fowls removed
to a place of safety, if one is to be
found; but if’ neglected and left with-
out the chance of escape, their des-
truction is sure.

The drivers are alike the enemies of
man and beast, though there are times

when their visits are most welcome. |

On their approach, every kind of ver-
min is seized with consternation, an
seck safety in flight. Centipedes,
cockroaches, scorpions, cte., cte., leave
their hiding-places, and are seen seek -
ing places of greater security, and
only to fall at last into the clutches of
their relentless foe, from whom there
is no escape.

An invading army could not exhibit
a higher state of discipline than is
seen in the movements of these in
sects. They enter a house usually a
one point, where a stroug guard is
stationed so defend the pass; they
then branch off right and left, and |
again divide'and subdivide, until the |
whole grcund is completely covered;
not an inch is left unexplored, and
every crack und cranny is eatered,
giving but little hope to any creature
that may be found secreted there.
Attacking their prey, they plung their

forceps into it, regardless of the size |

or strength of their antagonist. Noth.-
ing will cause them to relax their hold.
The animal or insect wriths and
twists under the pain, but his case is
rendered more.hopeless every moment
by the additions to the number of his
assailants; at length when completely
exhausted by struggling, he yields to
his fate, and he is dispatched at the
victor's leisure.

The attack goes on simultancously,
in different parts of the house. Ani-
mal substance being almost exclusive-
ly the food of the drivers, an immense

miles from any human being, except-
ing the grim, cold bodies of his life- |
less companions. The sole survivor
resolved to start early in the morning
for the abode of civilization. with his
freight of pulseless humanity. Buat
griefs never come singly. During the
night the deadly contagion fustened
upon himself. In his own words he
‘felt the monster at his throat,” and
resigned himself' as well as he could
to his fate. The poor fellow suffered
the agonies of a hundred deaths,
alone and uncared for, in a literally
“howling wilderness,” with the pros-
pect of no onc ever heing able to tell
the horrid tale. He lay, as he thinks,
sume four or five days before he awoke |
to the - consciousness of his fearful
condition. The mildoess of the
weather, and a good supply of biank- |
ets and boughs, saved him from frecz- |
ing, in the absence of a fire, which he |
was too weak to kindle.

Assoon as he could crawl, he went |
to the hovel, and, to his amazement |
and grief, found both of the horses |
dead. They had died of starvation. |
Returning to his camp, he thought he |
would take a look at his dead compan. |
ions.

Nothing now was left for him to do
but to make his way, aloue, out of the |
forest.

The Ants of Africa—The Story of the |
Drivers—How they Work, Fight and
Forage. S
A few hours residence in the tropi- |

cal regions of Africa brings one into

a very undesirable familiarity with

that extensive tribe of the

ants, some species of which are found |
in all parts of the world, but which
are greatly multiplied in the tropical
regions of the globe. “Africa, itis be-
lieved, can boast of a greater variety
than any other land. Their name
here is legion. They are everywhere;
out of doors and in doors; in yeur
food and in your bed, determined to
share both. They are of all sizes;
gome so small that they pass easily
through the threads of common mus-
lin, and even insinuate themselves into
your watch as it hangs in your
chamber; others wmeasure nearly
an inch in length. The habits and
food of the different species differ
greatly. Some, as the termites, called
white ants, (which, however, are not
trae ants, but Neuropterous insects.)
eat vegetable matter exclusively, des-
troying our houses, furniture and
clothing ; others are carniveous; oth-
ers feed upon sugar or the swaet juices
of plants. Any one of the many
species found in so great abundance,
would furnish material sufficient for
months of study for the enthusiastic
naturalist.

It is of one species only that I pro.
pose to speak, the drivers (annoma
arcens of Westwood), an insect whose

[Issuing from
the small place they entered, they are
cach seen bearing away some trophy
with them: a joint of a cockroach’s
leg, the body of a spider, or the lar-
vewe of some insect, ete., arc the vari-
ous spoils.

Their rate of progres-
sion is about two yards in a minute,
and, in their journey from place to
place, they go from four to eight
abreast. I have seen a stream of driv-
ers crossing an open patch at six
o'clock in the morning, and at six
o'clock at night their number was un-
finished.
