In the meantime the women of his
town—maids, wives and widows—hay-
ing been advised of his intention and
being incensed by this slighting them
in selecting a stranger, are prepared,
as they are allowed by their laws to
do, to prevent his leaving until their
charms have been admitted and their
indignation allayed by many presents.
