En-
thusiasm and patriotism prevails every-
where, and the President during his short
’tay here will see little else than marching
troops and waving flags and hear nothing
but the strains of martial music, the hoom-
ing of guns and the cheers of enthusiastic
erowds of people.

YVice-President Morton and Mrs. Morton
arrived here from New York at 2:30 o'clock
sunday afternoon. Several thousand
people had gathered at the station, and the
police had to force a passageway to the
carriage. Mr. and Mrs. Mgrton were driven
to the home of Congressinan Kean, whose
guests they will be until they join the
Presidential party at Governor Green's this
morning.

WASHINGTON, April 29. — The Presiden-
