Financial Insti«
i tution Closes Its Doors.

ITS CASHIER PLACED UNDER ARREST.

He Is Charged with Embezzling Funds
Amounting to Over 8100,000 —
KRtatements Made by the I’res-
ident and Others.

MUCH MONEY LOST.

ScraNTON, Pa,, May 27.— The Scranton
City Bank closed its doors Saturday after-
noon. At a meeting of the directors
it was found that the financial af-
fairs of the bank were in very bad shape, a
great deal of money having Dbeen lost
by investments 1n  unprofitable coal
lands aud in loans made on insufficient
security. Several of the directors were of
the impression that the vice-president,
George A. Jessup, who is also acting
cashier, 18 more guilty than really ap-
peared, and one of them went before an
alderman and swore out a warrant for his
arrest, charging him with embezzling
$100,000. Mr. Jessup gave bail in £25,000,
the president of the bank, Dr. B. H. Throop,
becoming his surety.

The directors say the cashier’s books are
in such shape that they can not tell how
much money is8 unaccounted for, but they
think 1t is between £75,000 and $100,000.

Mr. Jessup is8 a well-known business
man, whose reputation has  been
of the Dbest. His friends indignant-

ly deny that he has acted dishonestly
or made private use of the bank’s funds.
Mr. Jessup himself furnished the local pa-
pers a card denying that he has embezzled
or made illegal use of the bank's money.
He says that it it is decided that he is liable
to the bank for a certain sum of money, he
is in possession of property which will make
good the deficiency.

PITTSBURGH, Pa., May 27.-—-A special to
the Times from Scranton, Pa., gives the
latest developments in the bank failure as
follows: *‘The failure of the Scranton City
Bank and the arrest of Vice-President and
Cashier Jessup. charged with the embezzle-
ment of bank funds amounting to not less
than $135,000, excited the citizens of this
city throughout the day, especially the an-
nouncement of new developments. The
most startling of these is that all of the
directors with the exception of Presi-
dent Throop as soon as they were con-
vinced of the enormity of Jessup's short-
age, to save themselves. withdrew to the
last penny every cent that they had on
deposit during the morning banking hours.
Dr. Throop, who is worth §3 000,000, and
had £65,000 on deposit, alone of the direct-
ors allowed his money to go in the general
crash. Dr. Throop held one-fourth of the
stock of the bank. Another well-authenti-
cated story is that on Friday a customer
had paver discounted for $6,000. Cashier
Jessup immediately rediscounted it at the
Merchants’ & Mechaniss Bank. The cashier
of the City Bank promisgs that runs
will be made on the other banks to-day,
butall of these banksare prepared and all
demands will be met in full

Dr. Throop stated thatthe hank’s embar-
rassment was caused by Jessup using its
funds to promote a contract with the New
York, Ontario & Western railway, by which
the latter wans to develop coal lands con-
taining 2,000,000 tons of coal, held by Jessup,
under leasehold, the rcad now being under
contract. Jessup spent week before last in
New York and Boston looking after the
project, but the matter being deferred
he returned to Scranton disheartened.
Had  the project carried  Jessup
would have realized $200,000 and this
would have carried him safely over.
President Throop also stated that deposi-
tors will be paid in tull, and if the bank re-
sumes at all it will be reorganized under
the National banking system.

A Convention to Be Held in Paris to Form
an International Organization.

Prrrssurcn, Pa, May 27 —Secretary
Martin, of the Amalgamated Association,
has received a circular from the ‘“Fed-
eration Nationale,”” with headquartera
at Paris.
